ASAMBLEA PARLAMENTARIA DE LA UNION POR EL MEDITERRANEO
28 Y 29 DE MAYO DE 2016, TANGER, MARRUECOS

La Duodécima sesidn plenaria de la Asamblea Parlamentaria de la Unién por el Mediterraneo
se celebra simultaneamente a la Tercera Cumbre de Presidentes de los Parlamentos, segin
programa que puede consultarse en Anexo |.

Sobre la base de dicho programa, el sabado 28 de mayo tienen lugar a las 10h., en horario
simultaneo, las reuniones de la Comisién de Asuntos Politicos, Seguridad y Derechos Humanos,
de la Comision de Asuntos Econdmicos, Financieros y Sociales, y de la Comisién para la
promocién de la calidad de vida, intercambios entre las sociedades civiles y cultura.

Tras el almuerzo, a las 17 h. se relnen, en horario simultaneo, la Comisidn de Energia, medio
ambiente y agua, y la Comisién de Derechos de las mujeres en los paises euromediterraneos.

REUNION DE LA COMISION DE ASUNTOS POLITICOS.

Asisten:

Siendo las 10.15 h. da comienzo la reuniéon de la Comision de Asuntos Politicos de la Asamblea
Parlamentaria de la Unién por el Mediterraneo. A peticién nuestra, existe traduccion al
espafiol en la sesidn de la Comisidn.

Preside el Sr. Vicepresidente de la Comision, Sr. NEGRE. Transmite, de parte del Sr. SORU,
Presidente, sus disculpas por no poder estar aqui.

Se procede a la aprobacion, por asentimiento, del acta de la sesién anterior (Bruselas, 29 de
febrero de 2016), que figura como punto 2 del Orden del dia. Ver Anexo |l.

Egipto pide un minuto de silencio por las victimas del avion siniestrado de Egypt Air. Con este
motivo inicial, subraya el representante de Egipto, a la vista del proyecto de recomendacion,
del que afirma no haber tenido conocimiento con el tiempo suficiente para estudiarlo y
presentar enmiendas, la importancia del didlogo y la igualdad entre los Estados miembros de la
Unidn por el Mediterraneo.

Sefiala el Presidente que las intervenciones deben tender a ser, para garantizar la maxima
participacion y el didlogo agil, de 1,30 minutos. Propone pasar al punto 1 del orden del dia que
es la aprobacién del proyecto de orden del dia de la presente sesion plenaria (ver proyecto de
orden del dia, junto con lista de participantes, Anexo lll).

Marruecos insiste, en el mismo sentido que Egipto, en la necesidad del didlogo, y en la regla
basica de no tolerar imposiciones.

Jordania sefiala la importancia de buscar puntos de vista afines. En relacidon con Egipto, opina,
igualmente, que no debe intervenirse en asuntos internos de los Estados. Echa de menos una
referencia a la cuestidn palestina.

Argelia apoya completamente la intervencién de Egipto. No debe entrarse en asuntos internos
de los paises.



El Vicepresidente de la Asamblea, Sr. ABDULLAH, sefiala que desea hablar en nombre de la
Delegacién arabe. En relacién con la presente propuesta de recomendacién (ver Anexo V),
afirma, no han sido consultados. Le sorprende especialmente, porque por su posicién en la
Mesa de esta Comision, él debe ser consultado como Vicepresidente. El proceso de Barcelona
trae causa del conflicto palestino-israeli. Y en esta recomendaciéon no existe referencia alguna
a este problema, como si no fuese vital para la paz y la seguridad de la regién y del mundo. Y,
sin embargo, si existe una deliberada intervencion en asuntos internos de los Estados. También
hay que seialar que Jordania acoge un millon y medio de refugiados sirios, también Libia. Sin
una queja. Como miembro del grupo arabe, impugna de raiz la propuesta de recomendacion y
estima que deberia anularse.

El Sr. Presidente interviene para sugerir que se avance en el procedimiento, ya que, en el
marco del procedimiento de esta Asamblea parlamentaria relativo a la tramitacién de las
enmiendas (ver Anexo V-Enmiendas presentadas a la propuesta de Recomendacion por la
Delegacién espafiola, y Anexo VI-Enmiendas presentadas por todas las delegaciones,
numeradas segun el orden de los paragrafos a los que afectan y Anexo VII-Cuaderno de
votacién), que se inicia con un plazo preclusivo para la presentacion de enmiendas por escrito,
pero que permite enmendar in voce y corregir técnicamente en un didlogo agil entre politicos y
técnicos, van a poderse escuchar todas las propuestas.

Asimismo recuerda que, por mandato del Pleno la Asamblea del pasado afo, y a propuesta de
esta Comision de Asuntos Politicos, se va a crear, en el seno de la misma, un Grupo de trabajo
sobre el conflicto palestino-israeli, que sera un foro mucho mas eficaz y adecuado para el
planteamiento e intento de recomendacion de esta importante cuestion (Anexo VIII)

Egipto dice que, en estas condiciones procedimentales, que ya ha sefialado en su intervencion
anterior, no estd dispuesto a debatir este proyecto.

El Sr. Presidente insiste en entrar ya en el fondo del debate para suprimir o agregar lo que las
delegaciones consideren oportuno. Aprovecha asimismo para recordar que, respecto de la
formacién del Grupo de trabajo sobre el conflicto de Israel y Palestina, se ha cursado invitacién
a los Estados miembros, debiendo formar parte del mismo 10 de la componente norte y 10 de
la componente sur. Hasta la fecha se han recibido 12 solicitudes de participacién por parte de
la componente norte, por lo que no todos van a poder participar, y sélo 4 de la componente
sur, por lo que insta a estos paises a postularse, indicando que en la sesién de esta Comisién
en el mes de febrero, en Barcelona, se tendra ya una idea mas ajustada de la formacién de
este Grupo.

Egipto vuelve a indicar que quiere retirarse de la sesion.
El Presidente insiste en la necesidad de entrar en el debate de las enmiendas.

El Vicepresidente, Sr. ABDULLAH, propone convocar otra sesidon después de debatir, y
conseguir que se redacte una nueva propuesta de recomendacion. Debe consultarse a todas
las partes para elaborar la misma, y no, como se viene haciendo, que las distintas partes sean
notificadas (o no, porque en esta ocasién ni siquiera ha habido tal notificacién a algunas
delegaciones), en un momento posterior a que la propuesta de recomendacion haya sido
redactada.

El Presidente suspende la sesion. Esta se reanuda al cabo de una hora. Se propone por la
Presidencia suprimir los pardgrafos 2 a 6 de la recomendacién, que hacen referencia a asuntos



internos de los Estados, y continuar debatiendo y aprobar el resto de la propuesta de
recomendacién, que se centra en cuestiones institucionales de la organizaciéon, dada la hoja de
ruta de la Unién por el Mediterraneo que se esta redefiniendo desde la cumbre de ministros
de noviembre de 2015. (puede consultarse en el Anexo IX)

Egipto agradece la propuesta, pero su contrapropuesta es un rechazo global, tanto por razones
de fondo como de forma porque deberia haberse consultado con las delegaciones para la
elaboracion del proyecto de recomendacién, maxime cuando se menciona a Estados
concretos, teniendo en cuenta que no existe competencia de esta Asamblea para introducirse
en cuestiones politicas internas, y menos aun sin acuerdo previo. Pide asimismo la apertura de
un nuevo plazo para estudiar el proyecto y presentar enmiendas.

El Presidente pide continuar con la discusidn del resto de la recomendacion.

Marruecos plantea que mds que de la recomendacién, hay que hablar de una forma de
trabajar. No se puede hablar de los paises drabes como si fueran los Unicos que tienen
problemas. Podrian mencionarse los problemas de otros paises europeos. Por lo que rechazan
completamente el método de trabajo en esta Comision, y por ello no puede, a su juicio,
continuarse debatiendo.

Egipto insiste en la necesidad de didalogo y no de tutelaje desde una posicion superior por parte
de la componente norte.

Argelia apoya la propuesta de Egipto. No han sido consultados previamente por lo que les
gustaria cara al futuro proceder en otro modo de trabajar, para no inmiscuirse en los asuntos
internos de los paises. Acaban de adoptar una Constitucién en su pais, y pide al resto de los
Estados miembros respeto a los regimenes constitucionales respectivos.

El Presidente lamenta lo ocurrido, y recuerda que él es Vicepresidente de esta Comisién, por
lo que le ha tocado actuar como Presidente interino. Lamenta especialmente que no pueda
plasmarse en esta Comisién, como recomendacion de la misma, el contenido de la propuesta
que tocaba a las cuestiones institucionales de suma importancia para esta Organizacion
internacional y para su Asamblea, como es la revision de la Politica de vecindad comun cuyas
conclusiones el plasmé el Consejo europeo el 14 diciembre de 2015 (ver
http://www.consilium.europa.eu/en/press/press-releases/2015/12/14-conclusions-european-
neighbourhood/) siendo esto un contenido absolutamente imprescindible para la paz y la
seguridad en la Unién por el Mediterraneo, que es una de las competencias centrales de esta
Organizacion y de su Asamblea. Seguidamente manifiesta que, muy a su pesar, va a tener que
levantar la sesién.

Un representante de Egipto trata, tras estas palabras, de recuperar el didlogo, insistiendo en
gue cada pueblo tiene derecho a decidir sobre sus propios asuntos, y dejar esta Asamblea para
dialogar sobre preocupaciones comunes, por ejemplo el terrorismo que nos preocupa a todos.

Jordania sefala que lo importante que hemos de aprender de esta experiencia es que no
puede proponerse un orden del dia sin consultar previamente.

Vicepresidente ABDULLAH (Palestina), invita, parafraseando un dicho drabe “una sola mano no
puede aplaudir”, a que intervengan, dando su opinién, los parlamentarios de la parte
europea.

El Presidente agradece mucho sus palabras.

El Sr. VIEGAS (PE) indica que no hay duda en que estamos de acuerdo con el principio de no
injerencia. Hay varias situaciones que merecen ser aplazadas, Palestina, Chipre, Turquia, y
otros conflictos que amenazan la estabilidad.

Italia sefala que es importante cuestionar la metodologia, pero recuerda que esta es la que
siempre se ha seguido en esta Asamblea. Las enmiendas permitian llegar a un documento
consensuado. Pero es posible trabajar con otras metodologias. Hay otros espacios apropiados.
Cree que los parrafos que el Presidente ha propuesto eliminar son los correctos, conviene
intentar quedarse con los contenidos que tengan un sentido institucional. Propone no
mencionar directamente ningln pais, tomando en consideracion la propuesta del Presidente y
salir de aqui con algun documento que de sentido a la presencia de todos aqui.

Sr. MARAGALL (PE) Habla desde la perspectiva del Parlamento Europeo. Hay que constatar el
error de planteamiento del documento original. Detras del debate de las formas siempre hay
un debate de fondo. El principio de no injerencia estd bien, pero hemos de poder hablar de
situaciones concretas, de Palestina, que se encuentra en una situacién inaceptable, de Siria, de
Libia, podemos hablar de cdmo formular un compromiso comun en el dmbito de los derechos
humanos y respecto de la ley internacional. Propone sustituir el texto por uno mucho mas
esencial.

Marruecos interviene para decir que seria absurdo que aqui se hablase de la Liga Norte, de
Italia, de Gibraltar; hay que superar el antiguo colonialismo, y obrar desde un espiritu
igualitario, que haya un Magreb unido, similar a la Unidn Europea, esto significa el respeto
esencial a la no injerencia en asuntos internos. En el sentido de la intervencidn italiana, la
metodologia debe revisarse.

Presidente: esto es evidente, hay que clarificar la metodologia. Hay que hablar mas de lo que
nos une que de lo que nos separa.

Austria considera que debe ser este un espacio mas de unién que de divisién. Hay que
encontrar una solucién metodoldgica para presentar al Pleno un documento muy
consensuado, desde su origen, de parte de nuestra Comision. Hay una Declaracion Universal
de los Derechos Humanos y un marco establecido por el Derecho internacional y los mandaos
de las Naciones Unidas, que sirven como limite a determinadas situaciones, pero debe ser
posible hablar desde el consenso, dentro de estos limites.

Un representante del Parlamento Europeo reconoce que la recomendacion no ha sido bien
presentada. Pero existe una urgencia en temas comunes: terrorismo, refugiados que huyen de
guerras, Irak, Siria, Paises que sufren, Egipto, Libano, Jordania, existen temas que estan en el
meollo de nuestra actualidad, y debe hablarse de la iniciativa francesa el 3 de junio en Paris, de
la apertura del proceso de paz entre Palestina e Israel. Esta de acuerdo con Marruecos, el
documento debe ser un diagndéstico comuin de lo que nos une, de lo que nos ocurre, para
poder apuntar soluciones. Propone, como alternativa que pueda resultar en algun fruto de
esta reunidn, que el Secretariado escriba un texto genérico de media pégina, de diagndstico y
gue nos pueda unir, que se lo demos a un Grupo de trabajo, una ponencia, antes de la futura
reunion de la Comisidon politica, donde se debatird la propuesta de recomendacidn asi
consensuada. Que ese sea a su vez el embridn de la recomendacidon que se adoptara en el
futuro, pues sentiria suspender la sesion sin acordar al menos en un texto de conciliacion,
genérico.



El Presidente agradece y valora esta idea, pero recuerda que quedan doce minutos hasta el
final de la sesion y que es dificil acordar ahora en un texto de minimos.

En este punto toma la palabra Espafia. El Senador José Ramén BAUZA sefiala lo siguiente:

“Creo que se ha puesto de manifiesto que lo que hoy afrontamos como inconvenientes han sido
meramente procedimentales; y ello no es una cuestion menor, pues debe trabajarse de cara al
futuro. Creo que precisamente en reuniones como esta debe hablarse de todo lo que se debe
hablar, sin que deba bloquearse previamente ningun tipo de contenido, porque precisamente la
sensibilidad que nos une a todos dentro de este entorno es lo que facilitaria de mejorasen las
cosas. Creo que seria un fracaso para todos, desde mi humilde el punto de vista, si hoy nos
levantdsemos de esta reunion sin intentar consensuar algun tipo de texto o de, cuando menos,
entre todos tratar de llegar a algun tipo de acuerdo comun.

Y creo que debemos hablar para avanzar y no para bloquear, entendernos, no alejarnos,
sabiendo que hay muchas sensibilidades, que compartimos muchas cosas y que existen nexos
de union. Les puedo asegurar, y me refiero a los paises del dmbito drabe, que puedo entender
parte de su reaccion, y posiblemente es una falta de tacto que se haya podido tener, entiendo
que por nadie en concreto, pero si en la suma total, y de hecho, una de mis enmiendas iba en el
sentido de no especificar ni mencionar a Egipto, o cualquier otro pais, sino en la linea de
unificar o globalizar, de no puntualizar y de generalizar, para dar una respuesta consensuada y
mds general a los mds graves problemas que afectan a la region. Creo, asimismo, que tenemos
diversos mandatos, en especial el de Naciones Unidas, y que debemos trasladar las
oportunidades y fortalezas que nos unen. Cuanto mejor le vaya a los paises mediterrdneos del
norte de Africa mejor la ird a Europa, y viceversa.

Les habla alguien que como espafiol sabe que Espafia ha sido siempre una amalgama de
culturas y de religiones y que, en este caso, representando a Espafia, y habiendo sido
Presidente de las Islas Baleares, viviendo en una isla en medio del Mar Mediterrdneo, como
creyente en Europa y en el Mediterrdneo estd convencido de la importancia de que Asambleas
y Organizaciones como esta tengan futuro. Asi que creo que estamos todos obligados a llegar a
un acuerdo en la medida de lo posible”

Tras esta intervencién, Egipto da las gracias y asegura que no desea el fracaso de esta
conferencia.

El Vicepresidente ABDULLAH (Autoridad palestina). Da las gracias al representante del
Parlamento Europeo, y al representante de Austria y a las autorizadas voces que se han oido
por parte de la componente norte. Los derechos humanos es una causa universal, pero la
metodologia puede dar al traste con lo esencial. No es posible emitir un dictamen desde un
punto de vista parcial. El, como palestino, puede decir que Israel es un estado terrorista, e
Israel puede decir que Palestina lo es. Es necesario ayudarse de alguien imparcial, que emita
dictamen. Este dictamen debe emitirse mediante el envio de una misidn que compruebe la
realidad sobre el terreno.

El Sr. Presidente, a las 12,30 h., sefiala que se ha llegado al término de la reunidn, presentando
unas conclusiones:

1. Hay un consenso sobre el problema de la metodologia de trabajo- Este problema
previo ha alterado la evolucién de la sesion.



2. Entendemos todos el principio de no injerencia. Ninglin pais europeo aprueba la
injerencia. Hay suficiente materia para poder dialogar sin intervenir en asuntos
internos de los Estados. Hay dificultades, lo sabemos desde el principio, pero hay que
consensuar desde el origen los textos referentes a cuestiones que atafien a estados en
concreto.

3. Hay consenso en la utilidad de este instrumento, esta Organizacidn y su Asamblea, vy,
en concreto, de la Comisidn politica: hay que ir a lo que nos une. Que esta Comision
pueda salir y decir que estamos de acuerdo al menos en un consenso minimo. No
habra recomendacidn, por razones de fondo y forma. Pero durante hora y media ha
habido intercambios, que han posibilitado un didlogo, no un bloqueo. Al menos
estamos en el punto constructivo de respetar al otro. La reunidon no ha sido indtil y
estas conclusiones pueden presentarse maiana en el Pleno.

Indica, asimismo, que la proxima reunion sera después de verano. Se hara una preparacion
adecuada de la misma a fin de poder consensuar en un texto mds amplio las importantes
cuestiones que aqui, por las razones expuestas, han quedado someramente apuntadas.

Se levanta la reuniéon a las 12.35 h.
COMISION DE ASUNTOS ECONOMICOS Y FINANCIEROS, ASUNTOS SOCIALES Y EDUCACION

en Asambleas Parlamentarias Internacionales) como Secretaria de la Delegacion.

Se relne la Comision el sabado, 28 de mayo, a las 10’00 de la mafiana, bajo la Presidencia del
Sr. Ali ERCOSKUN (Turquia) que da la bienvenida a los participantes y agradece a las
autoridades marroquies la excelente organizacién de las reuniones y cdlida bienvenida a los
miembros de la Asamblea.

A continuacidn se adopta el orden del dia y se aprueba el acta de la Ultima reunién de la
Comisidn, celebrada en Estambul el 10 de febrero pasado.

Enseguida se pasa al debate del proyecto de recomendacién que trata sobre “El incremento de
la circulacion de personas en la regién Euro-Mediterrdnea” y “Los problemas econdmicos,
sociales y de educacion provocados por el terrorismo en los paises de la APUpM” (Anexo X).

Se examinan una por una las enmiendas (ver cuaderno de enmiendas, Anexo Xl), cuyos textos
se modifican en ocasiones, in voce, a propuesta de distintos miembros de la Comision. A lo
largo del debate se perfila la intenciéon expresa de lograr un texto positivo, con ideas de
progreso y estabilizacién. Asimismo se insiste en la idea de la movilidad de las personas en
contraposicion con la idea de migracidn, términos que muchas veces se confunden y es
necesario separar. También se insiste en no introducir en la recomendacién alusiones a
situaciones especificas en paises concretos, sino generalizar los textos lo mas posible.

Finalmente queda aprobado el texto definitivo de la recomendacién con la propuesta de
mejorar la redaccion con correcciones técnicas a fin de armonizar las versiones francesa e
inglesa.

La Sra. Tiziana BEGHIN (PE) pide la palabra para hacer un comentario sobre las
recomendaciones que el Ministerio de Asuntos Exteriores de algunos paises miembros hace a
sus ciudadanos de no viajar a ciertos paises del Mediterraneo. Propone que quiza pueda ser



un punto de debate para el futuro. También piensa que podria ser un buen tema de debate la
promocién del turismo como medio para mejorar la estabilidad social.

Finalmente toma la palabra el representante de Turquia resaltando los esfuerzos de ambas
orillas del Mediterraneo para cooperar y agradeciendo especialmente el papel tan activo que
han tenido en esta reunion de la Comisidén Econdmica la representante de Tunez y el Sr.
CAHMBON del Parlamento Europeo. Sin embargo, cree que los paises del norte siguen
teniendo dificultades para entender los problemas del sur y que deberia haber mas
cooperacion econdmica norte-sur.

Sin mas asuntos que tratar, el Presidente da por terminada la reunidn a las 13’00 horas.

Ver Proyecto de Recomendacién de la Comisién de Asuntos Culturales (Anexo Xll), de la

GRUPO DE TRABAJO SOBRE LA FINANCIACION DE LA ASAMBLEA Y SOBRE LA REVISION DEL
REGLAMENTO.

El 28 de mayo de 2016, de 17 a 18h. tiene lugar, previamente a la reunidn de la Mesa de la
Asamblea, la reunién del Grupo de trabajo sobre la financiacién de la Asamblea y sobre la
revision del Reglamento, bajo la Presidencia de la Sra. Tiziana BEGHIN (PE).

Como primer punto, se adopta el orden del dia.
Como punto segundo, se presenta el informe sobre el presupuesto 2015-2016 (Ver Anexo XV).

Como punto tercero, la Presidenta explica que la Presidencia marroqui ha tenido la idea de
lanzar la discusién de la reforma del reglamento, considerando la urgencia del tema ya, por lo
que se ha visto hoy en la Comisidon politica y en la Reunién de Presidentes, ante la
imposibilidad de alcanzar un texto consensuado sobre la base del proyecto de recomendacion
presentado en ambas reuniones.

Se dejara a la Mesa marcar el ritmo de este Grupo de trabajo de reglamento y la necesidad de
contemplar la reforma del reglamento, e incluso la cuestidén sobre la integracién con la APEM
(sélo posible a partir de la solicitud de los parlamentos nacionales, en concreto Espafia, Francia
o lItalia) y, hasta que la regulacién financiera esté aprobada, se ha propuesto en la ultima
reunidn de este Grupo de trabajo, suspender el presupuesto descontando lo necesario para
cubrir los gastos de la Presidencia marroqui durante esta conferencia. La propuesta es que el
remanente se devuelva a los parlamentos. Tras varias intervenciones en contra, se deja la
recomendacioén a reuniones posteriores de la Mesa.

Nota de la Letrada: Se ha apuntado la posibilidad de la integracion con la APEM (Asamblea que
surgid posteriormente, y en la que estan presentes todos los miembros de la APUM salvo
Espafia y el Parlamento Europeo). Se escuchan voces, que emergen de cuando en cuando, en
este sentido. La posicidon reiteradamente manifestada por el Parlamento espafiol en sintonia
con el Ministerio de Asuntos Exteriores, es la de no apostar por esta integracidn, puesto que se
estima que no es conveniente para Espafia, que ha sido lider en el proceso de Barcelonay en la
fundacién de la Organizacién internacional de la Unién por el Mediterraneo, por lo que la
APUpM es previa y mas completa, en miembros, filosofia y objetivos, que la APEM.

Se abre la sesidn a las 9,45h.

El Sr. Rachid Talbi EL ALAMI, Presidente de la Camara de Representantes de Marruecos y
Presidente de la Asamblea Parlamentaria, da la bienvenida y celebra que esta reunién tenga
lugar nuevamente en Marruecos, tras los encuentros de 2005 en Tanger y 2012 en Rabat,
vuelve a reunirse en Tanger nuevamente en el presente afio 2016.

Continua el Presidente sefalando que han pasado dos décadas desde el proceso de Barcelona,
hace 21 afios, en noviembre de 1995, en un contexto de fin de la guerra fria, es cuando se
inicia el proceso de Asociacién euromediterranea, como zona de prosperidad compartida. Nos
incumbe revisar el balance del proceso de Barcelona para comprobar, como parlamentarios, el
grado de cumplimiento de los objetivos que entonces se propusieron para esta Organizacién
internacional. Nuestra asociacion parlamentaria es el resultado de un debate iniciado en 1997
entre parlamentarios de las dos componentes, norte y sur. Comienza la Asamblea su andadura
en octubre de 1998 en Bruselas, que se transforma en Foro parlamentario el 18 junio de 2002,
en Bari, y finalmente se transforma en Asamblea parlamentaria el 2 de diciembre de 2003, en
Napoles, con mandato del Consejo y celebra el 22-23 marzo, en Atenas, su primera reunion.
Marruecos desempeiié un papel fundamental en la fundacién de este Foro.

Pese a los esfuerzos de la politica europea de vecindad, en la zona norte de Africa existen un
alto niumero de conflictos, internos, y de terrorismo, lo que entorpece el desarrollo y destruye
el futuro de los pueblos de la zona. Existe por tanto el reto esencial de contrarrestar el avance
de los terroristas y fomentar la democracia. Los movimientos de independencia han acarreado
en ocasiones fallos estructurales, que derivaron en estados fallidos, lo que condujo a una
espiral de violencia. Miles de personas se han desplazado para buscar su supervivencia. Se
trata de movimientos con graves consecuencias a nivel regional: inmigracién clandestina,
hambre, paro, déficit democratico. Algunos paises como Marruecos, paises tradicionalmente
de transito, se han convertido en paises de acogida, lo que genera retos econdmicos y sociales,
en los que la asociacion mediterrdnea debe constituir un apoyo. No pueden olvidarse,
adicionalmente, los problemas medioambientales: la zona mediterranea sufre la sequia, la
desertificacién, la contaminacion generadora de enfermedades, lo que afecta a los
presupuestos de los Estados.

Tras la COP 21, la Cumbre del Clima de Paris, celebrada en diciembre de 2015, estamos a
punto de celebrar la COP 22, en Marrakesh en noviembre de 2016. Como legisladores,
tenemos una misiéon importante en nuestro ambito de actuacién, de conservar el medio
ambiente y frenar el deterioro de nuestro entorno natural. Los temas medioambientales
deben ser siempre transversales, y debemos mejorar la legislacion para apoyar las energias
renovables. Marruecos ha asumido un protagonismo en este ambito.



En materia de democracia y fortalecimiento institucional, pese a las dificultades, Tunez ha
superado y ha construido instituciones importantes. Egipto ha demostrado una gran
conciencia. En el Reino de Jordania se ha preservado la estabilidad del pais pese a sus vecinos,
y en el Consejo de Golfo, Libia ha conseguido un gobierno de unidad nacional, que debe
respetarse por el resto de paises de la region. Marruecos acogid el didlogo nacional libio.
Hemos demostrado que la democracia es el marco para garantizar la estabilidad. En el ambito
de las reformas emprendidas por Mohamed VI Marruecos ha conseguido una reforma
institucional y constitucional donde el Parlamento es la institucion fundamental, en un marco
de tradiciones politicas arraigadas, pluralismo politico y prensa libre.

El futuro de la zona euromediterranea solo se puede reconducir si se supera la situacidon de
injusticia que vive el Estado palestino, y el fin de la ocupacidn israeli. Debemos tener los
fondos necesarios para hacer frente a los retos de la seguridad y terrorismo, y poner en
marcha politicas de prevencidn de crisis y conflictos. Debemos construir Estados fuertes,
donde las condiciones de vida estén garantizadas, economias fuertes en el marco de Estados
democraticos y libres. Debemos trabajar para que sea posible rentabilizar los avances
tecnolégicos para los pueblos de la regidn. Se pone especialmente de relieve la necesidad de
élites capaces de dirigir en este camino. Muchas universidades e instituciones de investigacion
cientifica del Sur del Mediterraneo necesitan apoyo para frenar la fuga de cerebros hacia el
norte. Debemos democratizar asi los logros cientificos. Hay que recuperar el espiritu de
Atenas, Granada, Fez... Debemos destacar la fundacion Anna Lindt y su labor a este respecto. El
choque de civilizaciones muchas veces esconde la ignorancia profunda y el analfabetismo.

El mercado tiene 900 millones de personas, encrucijada de las rutas maritimas, recursos
humanos importantes, necesitamos voluntad politica para avanzar en este ambito.

La UpM debe ser un marco de politicas comunes y de garantia de la estabilidad, sin que pueda
interferir en los asuntos internos de los Estados. Necesitamos la metodologia de Aristételes, la
razon de Descartes y la inteligencia de Averroes.

Tras este discurso, el Presidente pregunta si puede aprobarse, como Primer punto del orden
del dia, el Proyecto de Orden del dia, (ver orden del dia y lista de participantes en Anexo XVI),
lo que se hace por asentimiento.

Segundo punto. El Secretario General de la Unién por el Mediterraneo, Sr. FATHALLAH
SIJILMASSI presenta las actividades de la UpM, y comienza indicando que durante la reunién
de Presidentes, en el dia de ayer, dio las gracias al Presidente del Parlamento marroqui por el
trabajo desarrollado durante este afio para la UpM. Transcurridos 20 aios desde el proceso de
Barcelona, para el cumplimiento de sus objetivos, especialmente en los retos emergentes
como el terrorismo, refugiados, desafios socioecondmicos, sobre todo se necesita cooperacion
econdmica. La UpM ha desarrollado una metodologia de trabajo en base a tres ejes:

e politica, con una copresidencia y coapropiacion de los trabajos, que define las
orientaciones de la SG de la UPM, y para complementar la estructura institucional se
han venido desarrollando 8 reuniones ministeriales sobre energia, pymes, transportes,
mujer, economia digital, asuntos maritimos y economia azul. La semana que viene en
Jordania, habrd una sobre inmigracion. Todo ello es cauce para el disefio del
compromiso politico de los 43 Estados miembros. En noviembre 2015, la Sra. Federica
MOGHERINI, Alta Representante de la UE, junto con el Ministro de Asuntos Exteriores
de Jordania, dieron un nuevo impulso a la politica comun de vecindad especialmente
en conexion con los problemas de la inmigracién, de modo que, Jordania y la Unién
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Europea, de modo ejemplar han conseguido reforzar institucionalmente el tratamiento
de este acuciante reto.

e Plataformas de cooperacion: sociedad civil, empresas, colaboradores locales,
instituciones financieras internacionales, universidades. Se han puesto en marcha
plataformas en los ultimos anos, lo que es muy necesario en materia de cooperacién
econdmica y financiacién de los proyectos de la UpM.

e Proyectos concretos. A dia de hoy hay 41, de los cuales 22 estdn en proceso de
ejecuciéon en Marruecos, en la region del Mascreck, en Siria, aunque también se
trabaja en Balcanes y en la UE. Invita a consultar la pdgina web y a escuchar los
testimonios de jovenes que se benefician de estos proyectos. Proyectos concretos
sobre descontaminacién en Tunez, en el marco de 2020, sobre la base de la
colaboracién entre UpM y diversas instituciones financieras internacionales y con la
Comisidon Europea, con un presupuesto de 90 millones de euros; La Universidad
euromediterrdanea también, un proyecto de desarrollo en juventud, empleo,
educacion, movilidad y acercamiento cultural. La Plataforma “met for Jobs”, que se
dedica a la empleabilidad de los jovenes y formacién para que sean competitivos y
lideres de empresa. La iniciativa sobre el urbanismo sostenible que retne a distintos
organismos para zonas de desarrollo urbano concretos, por ejemplo en Egipto; hay un
proyecto de planta desaladora en Gaza, por el que 1,8 millones de palestinos tendrdn
acceso al agua potable.

En noviembre de 2015, la Conferencia de Ministros de Exteriores, impulsé una renovacion
institucional, planteando una hoja de ruta para reforzar la capacidad de esta organizacion, con
lo que se ha abierto un proceso de reflexion con los Estados miembros. Mas alla de la
cooperacion euromediterranea, somos el Unico sistema en que nuestras instituciones deben
colaborar en estrecha unién, el papel de la Asamblea parlamentaria es mds que nunca
necesario, implicandose con el trabajo la Secretaria General en Barcelona, cada vez hay mas
delegaciones parlamentarias que visitan al Secretariado en Barcelona, lo que es un apoyo a
nuestros esfuerzos colectivos. Asimismo es importante la Fundacién Anna Lindt, en materia de
didlogo intercultural y religioso, asi como ARLEM, en la dimensién local, en este dmbito existe
un proyecto de apoyo a las autoridades locales en materia de desarrollo urbano.

Tercer punto. Intervencidn Asamblea Regional y Local. Sr. Abdelmasih HANI, Co-presidente de
ARLEM. El cambio climatico necesita atencidn especial en el ambito del impulso regional a las
politicas en las que trabaja la UPM. Las autoridades locales desempefian un papel fundamental
para poner en marcha los proyectos regionales y locales que estd impulsando la UPM, en el
marco de la cooperacién en materia de seguridad y en materia econdmica, cultural y politica.
La inmediacién con la ciudadania del ARLEM hace que resuene especialmente el problema de
los refugiados. En materia de energia, se estd gestando un informe sobre medio ambiente y
energia de ARLEM para poner en marcha buenas practicas e interaccion entre las orillas norte
y sur del mediterraneo. El ARLEM también estd preparando un informe sobre las principales
politicas que se han llevado a cabo en 2014-2016. Se presentaran en noviembre de 2016, en la
COP22, en Marrakesh, ambos informes. En junio tendra lugar la reunién preparatoria de la
COP 22 que toca al ARLEM.

Cuarto punto. Interviene la Sra. Assia BOUZEKRI, vicepresidenta de la regidn de Tanger,
Alhucemas y Tetudn, vy Presidenta de la Comisidon euromediterranea para la Conferencia
Mediterranea del Clima, de la COP 22. Informa de que en Tanger, el 18 y 19 de julio 2016
tendrd lugar un encuentro preparatorio. Hemos tratado de unificar las opiniones de los
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parlamentarios, que han terminado en la declaracion de Malta que se ha presentado en
Copenaghe, cambiar pautas para aligerar los efectos del cambio climatico. La COP 22 es
importante, por ser la ejecucidn de la COP 21, la Cumbre del clima de Paris. Hay que contar
con el apoyo de las colectividades locales y de todos los actores implicados. La implicacion de
Marruecos en estas materias es bien visible: Dos reuniones sobre clima, en Tanger y en
Marrakesh. Y no es casual, SM el Rey Mohamed VI ha apostado por esta politica,
especialmente por la energia renovable y por limitar la emisién de gases de efecto
invernadero.

También es de destacar que el 4 y 5 de junio 2015 celebraron una reunidn los paises
mediterraneos para unificar esfuerzos en clima. La region de Tanger-Alhucemas-Tetuan trata
de mantener los esfuerzos realizados y trabajar sobre los 36 puntos de Marsella. Aqui ha
subido la temperatura de 2.1 a 2.5 grados. Existe amenaza en la zona. Se producen, por tanto,
reuniones anuales para unificar y adoptar programas de desarrollo en el marco de la
gobernanza comun. Se firmara una carta de valores que sea la base de una alianza de jovenes
en este ambito.

Quinto punto. Debate general

El Presidente de la Asamblea Parlamentaria de la Unién por el Mediterraneo indica que no
hubo posibilidad de llegar a una Recomendacién conjunta, ni ayer en la Reunién de
Presidentes, ni en la Comision politica, por lo que nos encontramos ante un claro limite:
debemos reformar el reglamento para corregir y responder a las preguntas planteadas, que no
tenian respuesta juridica. Da las gracias a los fundadores de esta Asamblea y de la UPM, y
declara que Marruecos participara en la construccién de este espacio, no a ayudar a los que
quieren destruir esta Asamblea. Debemos vivir juntos y dialogar, respetdndonos entre
nosotros, para dejar un mundo mejor para nuestros hijos. Esto formara parte de las
responsabilidades de la proxima Presidencia. Existe un consenso general en este punto.
Seguidamente introduce el Debate general. Intervienen:

Argelia. Existe una fuente de conflictos. Debemos ir a las causas y tomar decisiones
democraticas. La causa palestina, relacionada con el terrorismo, con la inmigracion. Palestina
es una causa central para los paises musulmanes, injusticia que lleva 60 afios, causa de
siembra de odio contra los europeos, y frente a ello, otros han escogido el didlogo pausado. Es
una cuestién de dignidad. Reivindica la importancia de esta Organizacion en este ambito.

Un representante del PE. Las dificultades que hemos escuchado en las Comisiones suponen
distintos enfoques y puntos de vista. Hay que tomar conciencia de que existen prioridades,
particularmente en el dmbito de la seguridad, terrorismo y Daesh, en las que debemos
cooperar y garantizar a nuestras poblaciones respectivas, particularmente los jévenes, un
futuro. Debemos cooperar politicamente, ya lo ha dicho la Sra. Mogherini. La solidaridad debe
imperar entre ambas orillas, y entre los paises de la ribera sur. Es preciso relanzar el proceso
de paz Israel-Palestina que ultimamente ha sido impulsado a iniciativa francesa. La Liga drabe
ha fomentado la promocién de esta iniciativa. Este conflicto arroja una inquietante sombra
sobre la region, y es una iniciativa diplomatica que exige mucho respaldo. Necesitamos cambio
de paradigma, en Europa, Magreb, Mascreck, también en el ambito del cambio climatico, y ello
para expresarse en la COP 22.

Sra. Teresa Giménez (PE). La importancia de lo que nos une, asegurar la paz en la region.
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Sr. Ernesto Maragall (PE) El proceso de Barcelona despertd una gran ilusion. ¢Hemos estado a
la altura de las expectativas? Europa no ha sabido tener politica propia respecto del
Mediterrdneo como si lo hizo con los paises del este. La paz no aparece hoy mds cercana que
hace 5 afios cuando la primavera drabe dio comienzo. Se ha comprobado la necesidad de huir
de paternalismos en nuestra Organizacién. Mejor una Asamblea que afronte los temas
directamente, que una que no sepa mdas que hablar retdricamente. Tenemos una
responsabilidad, por accién u omisiéon. No es extrafio que hoy aparezcan las consecuencias de
una descolonizacién inapropiada. Destaca la universidad euromediterranea de Fez y el paso
hacia el desarrollo que supone la investigacidn y la innovacién. Termina diciendo, sembremos
futuro en nuestro Mar, no nos conformemos Unicamente con salvar vidas ni resolver sobre
caddveres.

Sra. Relatora de la estrategia comercial del Parlamento Europeo. Como italiana no puede
esconder su perplejidad sobre lo que aqui ha ocurrido, pero cree que es posible una solucién
para garantizar los intereses reciprocos, el comercio sera clave en este asunto. La Asamblea
parlamentaria debe repensar su papel, hoy no es suficiente, ha habido un impasse insuperable
en determinados temas. El Presidente se encargara de dirigir el proceso de reformas. Da las
gracias a Marruecos.

Sr. Antonio Panzeri (ltalia). Los parlamentarios debemos proponer soluciones a los gobiernos
de los distintos paises, mas solidaridad en Europa y menos egoismo. También para los paises
del sur, que deben ver la democracia como oportunidad para garantizar los derechos, no como
amenaza. Debemos darnos un marco de relacion que supere conflictos como el palestino,
siempre ha creido a estos efectos en la diplomacia parlamentaria, para superar los intereses
particulares y tender a una mirada a largo plazo. Considera preciso un método que asegure
una forma de definir proximos encuentros y que se salga con algo tangible.

Sr. Enrique Calvet. (PE) Solo quiere decir dos ideas: “soy mediterrdneo hasta la médula” vy
“estoy encantado de estar y seguir en este foro”. Sin esta Asamblea nuestro porvenir es peor.
La voz de los parlamentarios es fundamental. No destruyamos.

Sra. Laura Boldrini (Italia). El papel de esta Asamblea es recuperar la union de los pueblos del
Mediterrdneo desde su crecimiento e intercambios econdmicos y culturales que se ha dado en
la historia desde la edad antigua. Debe reducirse la distancia entre nosotros, son siglos de
historia comun. Estamos perdiendo esta memoria comun, debemos ayudarnos entre nosotros.
El bienestar de futuras generaciones estd en juego. La solucién es el amor, no el odio, es
precisa una nueva vision basada en el amor entre los pueblos.

Sra. Michela Giuffrida. (PE) Se refiere al problema de los refugiados y las muertes en el
Mediterraneo, problema respecto del cual Europa estd fragmentada, por lo que se necesitan
soluciones inmediatas.

Sra. Monia Brahim (Tunez). Debido a las diferentes tensiones y desafios en region, Tunez esta
trabajando su transicidn politica. Extremismo, inmigracién clandestina, problemas econémicos,
desempleo de los jévenes. Recuerda al Premio nobel de la paz 2015 al Cuarteto Tunecino,
organizaciones de la sociedad civil que han liderado la transicion democratica en este pais.
Habla de la nueva Constitucion y de las reformas en su pais, reforma de la banca en la que
estdn en estos momentos trabajando, y hace un Ilamamiento a los paises que se dicen
democraticos en pro de evitar las violaciones de los derechos humanos del pueblo palestino.
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Sr. Imre SOOAAR (Estonia). Sobre todo quiere destacar la crisis de los refugiados y el trafico de
seres humanos. Segun Europol, el 90 % de los refugiados utiliza estas redes, con la inseguridad
consiguiente. Ganan los traficantes al menos 6000 millones de euros con esta actividad. Para
luchar contra el trafico de seres humanos, sélo puede hacerse mediante la cooperacion,
proteccion en los paises de origen y a base de crear regiones tapdn en las inmediaciones de los
paises en guerra. Agradece, entre otros paises a Espafia y a la Cooperacion espafiola, los
esfuerzos en este dmbito, el acuerdo Turquia-UE es un paso adelante, pero hay que colaborar
mas entre los dos continentes. También hace referencia a la necesidad de un nuevo impulso a
las normas de funcionamiento de nuestra Asamblea.

Sr. Ali Erkosun (Turquia). Se refiere al problema del terrorismo y a las tragedias humanitarias.
Agradece a la Comisién econdmica, por la recomendacidn aprobada ayer. Respecto de la falta
de recomendacién en la Comisién politica y en la reunién de Presidentes indica que el didlogo
y el acuerdo debe ser posible, el consenso debe buscarse siempre.

Sr. Serdengecti (Turquia). Inmigracion, radicalismo y terrorismo como problemas principales
en el Mediterraneo. Pide ayuda para su pais en el tema de los refugiados. Turquia sola no
puede administrar la situacion.

Sr. Abdullah (Palestina). En 1948 una nueva entidad nacié en el territorio, Israel. Fue una
decisién de NNUU, con el 56 % de las tierras histéricas de Palestina, y por la fuerza armada se
ha unido un 22 % del territorio, mas. Hoy solo queda el 20 %, sin Jerusalén Este, hay otros
paises implicados, como es sabido en esta problemdtica, Egipto, Siria y Libano. Se han
entablado negociaciones conducentes al acuerdo de paz con lIsrael, previa salida de los
territorios ocupados, pero Israel no ha respetado esos compromisos. Trata de borrar a
Palestina del mapa geogréfico, cambiando nombres, creando campamentos, muros de
separacion...No quiere respetar el derecho internacional. Vuelve a poner de manifiesto este
problema ante la Asamblea.

Sr. Konstantinos Spartinos (Grecia). Conflicto sirio y libio necesitan un acuerdo internacional
que ponga fin al terrorismo, no se trata de una cuestién que atafie a la religidn, sino que la
solucidon debe ser en torno a un didlogo intercultural. Los proyectos de la UPM tienen
verdadero potencial. Apoyamos la propuesta del secretariado para mejorar la gobernanza de
la UPM. El reto del cambio climatico necesita urgente recomendacién a nivel regional.

Sr. Ahmed Alaoued (Bélgica) No considera grave el problema por el que no se pudo aprobar
alguna recomendacién ayer, todo tiene sus etapas, percepcion aguda de lo que es interés
general. Felicita al presidente de la Comisién econdmica, por la recomendacién de esta
Comisidn, que ha podido subrayar los retos de la prosperidad compartida. También se han
ampliado los trabajos de esta Comisidon a los problemas migratorios y de seguridad en la
region, pero es porque forma todo parte de un mismo conjunto. Trabajar para que la UpM sea
un proyecto politico.

Chipre. Desde 2008 muchas cosas han cambiado en la regién. Ante los nuevos retos y a la luz
de la evolucién en la region, las tensiones politicas siguen presentes, y la situacién de los
refugiados estd fuera de control, para lo que debe trabajarse conjuntamente, y en este marco
la UPM es un foro privilegiado, debemos utilizar todos los recursos de que disponemos en la
UE.

Una representante de Tunez habla de la revolucion de los jazmines en 2011 por lo que
estamos en una etapa histérica de transicion hacia la democracia, debe trabajarse por
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consagrar los derechos humanos de hombres y mujeres en la regién. Sobre todo subraya en su
pais los logros de la igualdad de hombres y mujeres en el proceso electoral, y la existencia del
Tribunal Supremo electoral. La democracia incipiente se ve amenazada por el paro, terrorismo,
desarrollo econémico, no puede lograrse la paz si existe inestabilidad en el Magreb, no puede
haber paz sin independencia de Palestina con capital en Jerusalén este. Egipto regala jazmines
en esta Asamblea.

Marruecos. Durante 4 afos ha asistido a las reuniones de la Comisién de Asuntos politicos y
derechos humanos. La paz a que aspiran los pueblos del mundo no puede avanzar con politicas
de doble rasero, hay discriminacidon en el seno de esta Asamblea. Me dirijo a los paises
europeos, sin que se sientan ofendidos. La inestabilidad del sur va a contagiarse al norte.
Como van a reaccionar en ese momento? Esperemos que haya justicia, porque lo que
desearian para si mismos deben respetarlo para otros, deben sembrar justicia para recoger
justicia, no odio o rencor. No cabe la injerencia directa en los asuntos internos de los paises
porque ello siembra conflictos y tensiones en los paises del sur. Esto es mds propio de épocas
coloniales, no de la actual. Los paises del sur necesitan cooperacién econdémica, pero esto
debe presuponer un respeto a sus procesos internos.

Sr. BAUZA (Espafia):

“Agradezco la hospitalidad del Reino de Marruecos y de esta maravillosa ciudad de Tdnger. Voy
a basar mi intervencion en un andlisis de lo que ayer acontecié en la Comision politica, de
seguridad y derechos humanos. Quiero pensar que el problema ha sido una cuestion
puramente procedimental y que entre todos, tal y como comentamos ayer los miembros de
esta Comision, quedard subsanada en el futuro. Uno de los andlisis que tuvimos la oportunidad
de comentar es que no debemos indicar a otros paises miembros lo que deben hacer o decir en
su propia casa. Tenemos unos mandatos definidos por las Naciones Unidas, pero no debemos
extralimitarnos ni “meternos en casa” de nadie. Alguna de las enmiendas que llevdbamos de
parte de la delegacion espafiola incidian precisamente en esta cuestion, enmendar la
Recomendacion en el sentido de no referirnos a paises en concreto, Egipto, Libia, Siria, sino mds
bien generalizar para encontrar un consenso. Me quiero quedar con una frase del Presidente de
esta Asamblea, Sr. Rachid Talbi El Alami, cuando ha dicho “entre todos podemos conseguir los
objetivos del proceso euromediterrdneo, principalmente la paz y la estabilidad”. Yo creo que
foros como este deben permitir hablar, cuanto mds claro mejor, discrepar, con la intencion de
unir, de avanzar, de cuestionar, de dialogar, de no interferir y mucho menos bloquear,
intentando llegar a soluciones comunes en el futuro, y aprender los unos de los otros, como
creo que lo estamos haciendo en este fin de semana. Espafia ha sido cuna, crisol y amalgama
de culturas, religiones y sensibilidades. Y quiere seguir siéndolo. Y a este respecto manifiesta
todo nuestro apoyo y todo nuestro esfuerzo. Les habla un convencido en el europeismo y un
creyente en las potencialidades del Mediterrdneo, para mejorar nuestras condiciones de vida y
anticiparnos a conflictos. He sido Presidente por parte de Espafia en el Comité de las Regiones,
por lo que me ha satisfecho especialmente en escuchar lo que ha dicho el Presidente del
ARLEM; y ademds he sido Presidente de las Islas Baleares, Comunidad auténoma que se
encuentra en medio del mar Mediterrdneo. Cuanto mejor les vaya a los paises de la
componente sur del mediterrdneo, mejor le ird a Europa, y viceversa. Ese es el compromiso de
Espafia también. Tenemos todos un gran reto comun. Pensar que son muchas mds las cosas
que nos unen que las que nos separan, como ha dicho el Secretario General de esta Asamblea,
al presentar los proyectos en relacion a la juventud, a las oportunidades laborales, a la
educacion, etcétera.
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Nadie dijo que el camino fuese fdcil, pero ante las dificultades son los lideres los que deben
crecerse, y actuar conjuntamente. Pequefias cosas dan lugar a grandes cambios. Esta
Asamblea tiene pocos afos, pero también los tenian en origen otras instituciones de gran
relevancia mundial. Animo, pues, a los miembros de la Asamblea, desde un convencimiento en
la bondad del proyecto europeo y del proyecto euromediterrdneo. Yo me resisto a la idea de
tener que estar “condenados” a vivir con nuestros vecinos, sino que debe ser una satisfaccion
vivir con ellos, por todo lo que nos une y que aporta, en este caso, el mar Mediterrdneo”

Argelia. Se refiere al problema del terrorismo, a construir sobre la experiencia argelina de
lucha contra el extremismo, el terrorismo y la inmigracidn ilegal. Agradece también Ia
cooperacion de Tunez, y llama a un apoyo de la UPM para consolidar procesos democraticos
en Tunez. No ha habido coordinacién entre la UPM vy la politica europea de vecindad comun,
por lo que las Cumbres de Jefes de Estado y de Gobierno deberian consolidarse para dar un
marco de preparacion de las reuniones de esta Asamblea, con un mandato claro para las
instituciones de la UPM.

Marruecos. Habla una representante de la Comisiéon de derechos de las mujeres. Hace una
referencia al respecto al derecho internacional, en referencia especialmente a los derechos de
las mujeres, que no pueden desarrollarse en un marco de inestabilidad. Pero recuerda que
esta Asamblea debe funcionar correctamente, no a expensas de la dignidad de los Estados.

Un representante del Senado de ltalia sefala que somos parlamentarios, y no debemos
olvidarlo. Tenemos un poder de representacién de los pueblos, cada uno de nosotros
representa intereses, pero debemos dar mds importancia a los valores que nos unen, que son
una fortaleza para ejercitar los derechos y hacer cumplir los deberes de los pueblos, pero
evitar las discordias.

Sexto punto. Aprobacién de las recomendaciones de las Comisiones de la Asamblea.

Interviene en primer lugar la Presidenta de la Comision de derechos de la mujer, para
presentar en la recomendacion aprobada ayer en dicha Comisién. Seguidamente se aprueba
por asentimiento del Pleno (ver Anexo XVII)

Interviene en segundo lugar el vicepresidente de la Comisidn politica en sustitucidon de su
Presidente. Agradece a Marruecos su hospitalidad. Realiza una exposicion de las conclusiones
de la Comisiéon, que no pudo llegar a debatir el proyecto de recomendacién por las razones
expuestas con anterioridad. No obstante destaca el alto nimero de miembros que asistié a la
reunidn de la Comisidn, 40 de 43 Estados, y en ese sentido el alto Valor del debate producido
en su seno. Destaca asimismo la presentacién de un nimero elevado de enmiendas, 61 en
total, lo que demuestra el interés de los participantes. Relata que desde el principio de la
sesidn se rechazo el orden del dia. Un numero de delegaciones sefialaron que no fueron
consultados para la elaboracidn del proyecto de recomendacion. El vicepresidente indico que
él propuso una solucién de compromiso consistente en del proyecto y por tanto del debate los
pardgrafo os conflictivos, pero esta solucién no fue aceptada, porque las delegaciones que
impugnaban el procedimiento lo hacian a radice, sin que pudiera salvaguardarse la validez del
texto propuesto o de partes del mismo. Ello puso claramente de manifiesto la necesidad de la
reforma del reglamento de la Asamblea, puesto que el procedimiento seguido hasta ahora
manifiesta indudables limites a los que el derecho vigente no puede dar respuesta.

Recuerda asimismo que por mandato de la Comisién se estd constituyendo un Grupo de
trabajo sobre el conflicto de Israel y palestina, que estard compuesto por Diez estados
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miembros de la componente norte y otros diez de la componente sur. Mientras en la
componente norte se han recibido doce candidaturas para las diez plazas, en la componente
sur sdlo se han recibido cuatro candidaturas por lo que invita especialmente a los paises de la
componente sur a manifestar su interés y presentar sus candidaturas.

Ante las dificultades de funcionamiento, expresa el interés y la necesidad de una refundacién
de esta Organizacidn internacional, que a su juicio es absolutamente necesaria.

El Presidente de la Asamblea, Sr. El Alami, muestra su acuerdo con estas palabras y brinda todo
su apoyo y solidaridad.

Interviene en tercer lugar el Presidente de la Comisidn de asuntos econémicos que presenta la
recomendacién aprobada en el dia de ayer por esta Comisidn, la cual se aprueba por el Pleno
por asentimiento (ver Anexo XVIII).

El Presidente de la Comisién de energia presenta asimismo la recomendacién aprobada en el
dia de ayer la cual se aprueba en sesion plenaria por asentimiento (ver Anexo XIX).

Y finalmente, el Presidente de la Comisidén de cultura presenta asimismo la recomendacién de
esta Comisidn que se aprueba asimismo por asentimiento (ver Anexo XX).

Interviene a continuacién la Presidenta del Grupo de trabajo sobre el reglamento, Sra. Tiziana,
que presenta el informe financiero 2016, conteniendo el balance del estado de las
contribuciones, gastos y saldo. Recuerda que a peticion de Portugal el pasado afio estd en
marcha el procedimiento de reforma de los procedimientos presupuestarios, lo que se une a la
necesaria reforma del reglamento de la Asamblea apuntada en esta sesién plenaria. La Mesa
de esta Asamblea encargard al Grupo de trabajo sobre la reforma del reglamento la
elaboracion de las propuestas de reforma en estos ambitos, estableciendo plazos al efecto.

El Sr. Presidente de la Asamblea somete aprobacidn del informe financiero y el presupuesto de
la Asamblea (cit. Anexo XV), que se aprueba por asentimiento y sefiala que la reforma del
procedimiento presupuestario se transmitira a la préxima Presidencia junto con la reforma del
reglamento de la Asamblea.

Interviene la proxima Presidenta de la Asamblea, la Presidenta de la Cdmara de los Diputados
de Italia, Sra. Laura Boldrini, antes de pasar a la eleccién de la Mesa de la Asamblea durante el
periodo 2016-2020. Sefiala que el parlamento italiano esta firmemente convencido de la
utilidad de esta Organizacion internacional y su Asamblea, por lo que gustosamente acepta la
Presidencia de turno durante el préoximo afio, y como muestra de su compromiso, ha liderado
una iniciativa para que la declaracién de la Reunién de Presidentes que resulto fallida en el dia
de ayer, salvando una nueva redaccidn de los dos ultimos parrafos de esta declaracion, pueda
obtener el consenso final del Pleno de esta Asamblea, y pueda, por tanto, aprobarse como
declaracion final. A este respecto la delegacién italiana ha hecho un esfuerzo, y agradece
especialmente a Francia y Alemania que hayan facilitado el acuerdo. Todas las delegaciones
han sido consultadas sin que exista reparo por parte de ninguna de ellas.

Asi pues, el Presidente de la Asamblea de los dos ultimos parrafos de la declaracién final y
somete su aprobacidn al asentimiento del Pleno, que es concedido (ver Anexo XXI).

La delegacidn palestina agradece el que se haya encontrado una solucidn. Esta de acuerdo con
la modificacién del parrafo controvertido.
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Seguidamente se suspende la sesidn una hora, de 13.40 a 14.40, antes de pasar a la
aprobacion de la estructura de la Mesa para el periodo 2016-2020.

Las candidaturas para presidir la Asamblea son lItalia y el Parlamento Europeo por la
componente norte; y Egipto y Turquia, por la componente sur tras la retirada de la candidatura
de Marruecos.

En la Comisidon politica, el Presidente sera del Parlamento Europeo, las Vicepresidencias,
Argelia y palestina.

En la Comisiéon econdmica, la Presidencia corresponderd a Portugal, las Vicepresidencias a
Egipto, Marruecos y el Parlamento Europeo.

En la Comision de cultura la Presidencia corresponde a Marruecos y las Vicepresidencias a
Italia, Turquia, y el Parlamento Europeo.

En la Comisién de derechos de la mujer, la Presidencia corresponde a Tunez, y las
Vicepresidencias al Parlamento Europeo, Argelia y Egipto.

Finalmente en la Comisién de la energia la Presidencia corresponde a Jordania y las
Vicepresidencias corresponden al Parlamento Europeo Argelia y Portugal, constando la
protesta de Austria a estos efectos (Sr. Schennach).

Tiene lugar seguidamente el discurso de la Sra. Boldrini, Presidenta de la Cdmara de Diputados
de Italia, que clausura la XllI sesién plenaria de la APUpM. Saluda a la Asamblea en nombre del
Presidente del senado italiano, Sr. Piero Grasso. Comienza recordando que el que ayer no
pudiese llegarse a una declaracién compartida es un lujo que no podemos permitirnos.
Estamos viviendo una época de llamada a la responsabilidad. Este es el momento mas critico
desde que existe esta Asamblea. Estamos en el centro de las miradas de todo el mundo, no
podemos desperdiciar nuestro enorme potencial de didlogo. Existen amenazas que no tienen
fronteras: terrorismo, cambio climatico, inmigracién, etc. Agradece a Marruecos que sea la
sede de la préxima COP22, por la crisis econdmica y los conflictos que existen a las puertas de
los paises mediterraneos. Sefala que sélo los estados miembros pueden ocuparse de todo
esto. Debe basarse la paz en la solucidn del conflicto palestino israeli. Sostiene que la proxima
conferencia de paris puede suponer resultados muy concretos a estos efectos, y estd
convencida de la enorme utilidad que en este ambito va a suponer la constitucién del Grupo
de trabajo en el seno de la Comision politica.

Por eso estima que la declaracidn conjunta, por consenso, exponente de la unidad de esta
Asamblea que sea aprobado por el Pleno en el dia de hoy es un gran paso adelante. Da la
enhorabuena por este motivo al Presidente de la Asamblea. Aunque debia haberse aprobado
ayer, hoy no es demasiado tarde.

Respecto de la inmigracidn, que tiene el rostro de la tragedia en el mar, falta mucho trabajo
por hacer. No es posible la demora a la hora de encontrar soluciones. Debemos hablar de lo
que hemos hecho bien y también de los fallos. La perspectiva de los estados de la union
europea ha cambiado. 2015 sera el afio recordado como el del gran éxodo de refugiados desde
el corazén de Europa. Un millén de refugiados han entrado en Europa. Y 28 paises se han
enfadado. Que le podemos decir a Libia, a Jordania, que nos dan lecciones de acogida? En
nuestro continente nacen los populismos, los nacionalismos, el peligro lo tenemos en casa. En
Europa dicen que no es el momento y que no tenemos recursos. Esto no puede continuar.
Debemos lanzar un plan estratégico para la zona del mediterrdneo y africa, inspirandonos en el
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plan Marshall. No es un problema de generosidad sino de visidn, de perspectiva. Debemos
trabajar a largo plazo. Esta Presidencia se implica para trabajar por el cambio en todos los
temas desde el punto de vista transversal de los derechos humanos, en lo tocante a energia,
inmigracion y refugio, terrorismo, derechos de la mujer, ocupacién y empleo juvenil, etc.

Esta Presidencia propone la celebracion de reuniones a lo largo del afio que viene no sélo en
Roma sino incluso en Sicilia o Lampedusa. Sesiones que servirdn para profundizar en el
problema, implicando la sociedad civil, implicando los expertos que enriquezcan nuestro
debate, en el marco de unas reglas mas claras, para dar una mayor concrecién a nuestras
acciones.

Sin mas asuntos que tratar se levanta la sesion a las 15.40h.

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Recommendation of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Union for the Mediterranean on
the Union for the Mediterranean: achievements and future prospects

The Parliamentary Assembly of the Union for the Mediterranean,

1.

Deems it necessary, eight years after setting-up the Union for the Mediterranean (UfM), to
initiate a reflection on the achievements and future prospects of the UfM, notably in the
light of the political developments in the Euro-mediterranean region since 2011 in
response to the peoples’ legitimate aspirations to democracy and freedom;

Recalls, in this context, the efforts of Tunisia to cope with a difficult economic and
political situation and calls on the UfM partners to renew their commitment to support the
consolidation of democracy in the country through an intensive political dialogue and
enhanced economic co-operation;

Invites all UM Member States to actively support the establishment of the Government of
National Unity in Libya as the sole legitimate government and to offer assistance to
address the urgent challenges and, chief among them, the setting-up of institutions,
strengthening the rule of law, improving the situation of human rights, the fight against
the smuggling of migrants and terrorism;

[s concerned about the deteriorating human rights situation in Egypt and calls on Egyptian
authorities to respects their obligations in respect of international law and fundamental
rights, in particular as regards the freedom of expression and of assembly and pluralism;

Considers it necessary, in the context of strengthening policy co-operation in the region, to
actively support the efforts made by the United Nations to find a rapid and inclusive
solution to the conflict and rebuild the country once peace has been restored, in
association with the international actors involved in the peace negotiations;

Acknowledges the significant effort deployed by some UfM Member States in hosting
refugees from Syria, Iraq and Libya, and calls for more solidarity in order to better share
the effort between the countries of the region and the European Union, in full respect of
the international conventions on human rights;

Calls in particular on all stakeholders, following the UfM roadmap unveiled by the
Secretariat of the Union for the Mediterranean (hereinafter 'the Secretariat’) in April 2016,
to reflect on the extent to which progress has been made in attaining the three key
objectives entrusted to the UfM in the Joint Declaration (paragraph 14) adopted at the
Paris Summit of 13 July 2008, namely (1) upgrading euro-Mediterranean political ties, (2)
improving co-ownership of responsibilities by a new govemance (Vice-President and
Secretariat) and (3) the need to make these relations more concrete and visible through
additional regional and sub-regional projects;

Notes, as regards political aspects, that the biennial summits of Heads of State and
Government provided for under the Paris Declaration have been replaced by sectoral

ministerial meetings that are unable to give the UfM a strategic framework and in
particular to provide it with the two-year work programme originally planned; welcomes
the fact that a meeting of the foreign ministers of the UfM Member States was held in
Barcelona on 26 November 2015 co-chaired by EU High Representative / Vice-President
Federica Mogherini and Mr Judeh, the Jordanian Foreign Minister, which may herald a
political re-launch of the UfM and greater support from Member States;

Notes the fact that, as regards the governance of the UfM, the transition to an EU
Northern' Co-Presidency from 2012 altered the intergovernmental nature of the project
without this institutional change being accompanied by any strategic review or increased
coordination of UfM activities with the European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP);
welcomes, however, the central role played by the European External Action Service
(EEAS) and the Commission in preparing, coordinating and following up the ministerial
meetings of the UfM and, together with Member States, funding its Secretariat, whose
work, including the many initiatives it has taken to give substance to the UfM since 2010,
deserves to be highlighted here;

Is concerned about the third objective assigned to the UfM regarding the implementation
of regional and sub-regional projects, particularly with regard to (1) progress made by the
41 projects approved to date by the UfM and the lack of transparency and centralised
statistics on the actual financial commitments made by the organisations and institutions
carrying out these projects and on payments made to implement them, (2) the continuation
of process of approving new projects independently of progress on projects that have
already been approved, already totalling EUR 5 billion, at the risk of exceeding existing
funding capacity in the region and the Secretariat's technical and human resources and (3)
the truly regional and sub-regional nature these projects and their effective
complementarity with bilateral projects funded by the ENP and the Member-States;

Supports the proposal made by the UfM roadmap to revitalise political cooperation (1) by
extending the Secretariat's activities to include intercultural dialogue, mobility and
migration and the fight against terrorism and (2) by linking issues of security and
development more broadly, including by the priority given to human development and
youth employment, which the Committee notes with satisfaction is already one of the
Secretariat’s priority objectives;

Wonders, however, about how the Secretariat's activities will be extended to include these
new areas and wishes the UfM Secretariat to further clarify the role it will play and its
added value vis-a-vis the institutions (UN, EU ..), the dialogue and coordination
structures (5 + 5, Anna Lindh Foundation ...) and existing projects;

Calls on the Secretariat to continue supporting the development of regional civil society
platforms, which, by allowing the participation of the most active components of Euro-
Mediterranean society, may contribute significantly to the democratisation of UfM
initiatives, particularly in the new priorities set out in the UfM roadmap which include
intercultural dialogue, mobility and migration;

Strongly backs the Secretariat's proposal to improve the governance of the UfM by
holding annually in Barcelona, in November, a 'Regional UM Forum' involving a
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meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, an inter-institutional summit and a forum of
project promoters and institutions active in the region in order (1) to give the UfM policy
guidelines in line with current developments, (2) to improve coordination between all
stakeholders and (3) to better assess progress;

15. Calls, however, on the co-presidency not to overlook the importance of regular summits at
the level of Heads of State and Government, as originally provided for in the Declaration
of Paris, in order to set out a broader strategic vision geared to the future of the UfM's
political activities and policy initiatives;

16. Calls, in the context of this renovated governance, on (1) the European External Action
Service (EEAS), the Commission and the Secretariat to better coordinate the activities of
the UfM with those funded by the ENP, the ongoing review of which provides an ideal
opportunity finally to clarify matters, in particular by involving the UfM in shaping
decisions and policies affecting the euro-Mediterranean region; (2) the Secretariat to
ensure the participation in the UfM ministerial meetings of the relevant committees'
Bureaux of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Union for the Mediterranean (PA-UfM)
and (3) PA-UM to seek better coordination between the activities of the Assembly and
those of the UfM, whose Co-Presidents should systematically attend the plenary sessions
and the summits of the Presidents of the Parliaments of the PA-UfM;

17. Recommends that the Co-Presidency, the European External Action Service (EEAS), the
Commission and the Secretariat give fresh impetus to the management of the UMM project
portfolio (1) by conducting an audit of the 41 projects that have been approved to establish
their status from the point of view of securing funding, operational implementation and
payments to final beneficiaries actually made; (2) by following up the results of this audit
by on-site monitoring missions (in which the relevant PA-UfM committees will be able to
participate) and by developing a scoreboard to allow the centralised and regular
monitoring of the audited data; (3) by presenting the 'UfM Regional Forum' with an
annual management report on audited projects; (4) by regularly reviewing the composition
of this portfolio, which could be achieved in particular by adapting the project budget to
existing funding capacity and, where necessary, by closing and de-committing funds from
projects that have not been implemented after a standard period still to be determined; and
(5) by suspending, except in duly substantiated cases, the approval of new projects until
these new monitoring and review mechanisms have become operational;

I8. Proposes to the PA-UfM Bureau that the European External Action Service (EEAS), the
Commission and the Secretariat support these efforts to monitor UfM projects by
appointing rapporteurs, by project or sector of intervention, drawn from each of the
committees of the PA-UfM;

19. Suggests that the Secretariat make operational the many partnerships and agreements
signed by the UfM in order to create synergies with the players and organisations active in
the region (such as organisations representing regional and local bodies and the
management authorities of cross-border cooperation programmes) in order to ensure a
better coordination of efforts and resources in the implementation of projects on the
ground;
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20. Considers it crucial to invest more effort and resources in facilitating the regional and sub-
regional integration of the southern shore of the Mediterranean, which can be instrumental
in stabilising the region and favouring South-South development whilst reinforcing South-
North relations;

21. Calls on the Secretariat therefore to discuss with the Commission, the Committee of the
Regions, the Euro-Mediterranean Regional and Local Assembly (ARLEM), with the
participation of the relevant PA-UfM committees, the opportunities to deploy EU
territorial cooperation programmes and methods for the benefit of the Mediterranean
partnership countries, as suggested by the Committee in its communication on the review
of the ENP;

22. Points out that it appears premature, before the projects are audited, before they have
actually been monitored in practice and before the portfolio has been revised as it should
have been, to support the proposals set out in the UfM roadmap to (1) give UfM-approved
projects privileged access to financing from the EU budget and (2) set up a mechanism
pooling the contributions of the various contributors to fund the approved projects;

23. Calls on the Co-Presidency of the UfM, the European External Action Service (EEAS),
the Commission, the Secretariat, the Bureau, the committees and all the members of the
PA-UfM to address these proposals and urges them to respond to them at a future meeting
of this Committee.

2015/2016 Activity Report

Following the recommendation approved by the plenary session in Lishon in May 2015, this
meeting enabled the Committee to approve the mandate of the Palestine Working Group. On
the basis of a call for interest among members of the Committee, this working group is
currently being set up.

2) Union for Mediterranean:
Following an exchange of views with Ms Delphine Borione, Deputy Secretary General of the
Secretariat of the Union for the Mediterranean, the Committee has chosen to devote its 2016

recommendation to a review of the achievements of the Union for the Mediterranean and its
future prospects.

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A UfM Roadmap — Proposals by the Secretariat of the Union for the Mediterranean

Under the leadership of the UfM co-presidency and with the active involvement of all Member States, the
Secretariat of the UfM has been developing in the last years a broad range of activities aimed ot
strengthening regional integration in the Mediterranean by interacting with all actors of cooperation in
the region.

It has drawn from consultations and actions both at the political level as well as on the operational level,
the following observations and proposals formulated following the request by Member States at the 26
November Union for the Mediterranean informal Ministerial Conference.

These proposals are a contribution to the globol reflection process of the Member States and are subject
to their consideration.

introduction

The Union for the Mediterranean: a unique organization and a common ambition

The Union for the Mediterranean (hereafter referred to as UfM) is the unique
intergovernmental Euro-Mediterranean organization gathering all 28 countries of the European
Union and the 15 countries of the South and the East of the Mediterranean. It is in charge of
enhancing regional dialogue and cooperation amongst its Member States. It therefore plays a
central role with regard to the current evolutions in the region.

As a direct continuation of the Barcelona Process, the creation of the UfM in July 2008 was
destined to reaffirm the political ambition to strengthen regional cooperation in the Euro-
Mediterranean area.

A first phase 2008-2011 under the co-presidency of France and Egypt, was dedicated to the
launch of the UfM and to the setting up of the UfM Secretariat in Barcelona (hereafter referred
to as the Secretariat).

A second phase 2012-2015 under the co-presidency of the European Union and Jordan, allowed
the increase and steady development of its activities, the reinforcement of the capacities of the
Secretariat, working methods and partnerships, and a number of achievements that gave new
momentum to Euro-Mediterranean regional cooperation.



Considering the magnitude of the pressing and serious current challenges in the region but also
the existence of an untapped potential of opportunities, the time has come for a third phase
from 2016 onwards. It is to build on the progress achieved, on the UfM identity and added
value, and to further consolidate Euro-Mediterranean regional cooperation, thereby generating
an enhanced common regional agenda for the Mediterranean. This will effectively and
collectively address the emerging challenges.

The recent review of the European Neighbourhood Policy highlighted the EU's strong political
will to further strengthen the UfM as the true expression of co-ownership in the management
of common issues in the Mediterranean. This also came as a result of the consultations held
throughout 2015 with the Southern Mediterranean Countries {meetings in Barcelona, April
2015 and Beirut, June 2015) during which southern countries explicitly expressed the need to
strengthen the UfM.

At the informal Ministerial Conference in Barcelona in November 2015, 20 years after the
launch of the Barcelona Process, Ministers of Foreign Affairs and their representatives, under
the chairmanship of Mrs Federica Mogherini, HRVP. of the EU and Mr Nasser Judeh, Vice Prime
Minister and Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, unanimously
expressed their common commitment to work together on a deepened and operational
regional cooperation within the framework of the UfM.

The UfM working methodology: an asset to address the challenges of the region

Throughout the last years, the UfM has developed a growing activity and a unique methodology
which has yielded concrete positive results and given new momentum to the regional
cooperation framewaork.

This methodology, and related priority areas of activity (Youth, Employability and Inclusive
Growth, Women Empowerment, Sustainable Development), adequately addresses the three
key interrelated priorities of the region, regional stability, regional integration and regional
human development.

The main added value of the UfM lies in the interrelation created between the policy dimension
and its operational translation into concrete projects on the ground, which in return nourishes
the definition of relevant policies through a multi-stakeholder and inclusive approach.

However, the magnitude of the regional challenges implies that the results achieved by the
organization can be significantly increased.

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The Secretariat is the platform to operationalize decisions taken at political level through the
organization of regional and sub-regional sectoral dialogues, and follow-up activities with a
view to monitoring the progress in the implementation of Ministers’ commitments and
promoting the initiatives intended to foster cooperation in the region. its multi-partner
approach is crucial for seizing opportunities through the exchange of best practices, sharing of
experiences, identifying new and innovative methodologies and developing regional and sub-
regional networks.

Projects with
Regional Impact

As of December 2015, the concrete and tangible results have been encouraging:

o Political Forum/Ministerial meetings: 7 Ministerial Conferences and many high level
meetings took place these last two years;

o Regional Policy Platforms: Increasingly structured regional dialogues have involved a
network of cooperation of over 10.000 stakeholders around the Mediterranean,
including specialized organizations, parliamentarians, NGOs and other civil society
representatives, international financial institutions, development agencies, industries
and private sector representatives and entities, and universities;

o Projects with regional impact: 41 regional cooperation projects have been labelled
worth around 5 Billion Euros.

These activities have targeted three key areas:

o Youth employability and inclusive growth : 16 projects, 200,000 beneficiaries;
o Women empowerment : 7 projects, 50,000 beneficiaries;



o Sustainable development (blue economy, climate change, renewable energy, urban
development, food security and water): 18 projects.

Looking ahead: an agenda for the future

Dealing with the growing challenges of the region requires additional and adaptable new
efforts.

It seems important that the challenges of regional stability, regional integration and regional
human development be dealt with collectively in the only intergovernmental  institution
gathering ali countries concerned by these challenges.

This requires to further streamline the contribution of the current UfM activities, and of the
ones to be developed in the framework of our mandate, to addressing the challenges through
regional cooperation activities.

The Secretariat is presenting the following proposals to the Member States as a roadmap to
strengthen regional cooperation in the Mediterranean. Seven chapters are considered as areas
for action.

Chapter 1: Enhancing political dialogue amongst the Member States

The main relevance of the UfM is the political dialogue between the Member States. Socio-
economic activities and project promotion are a methodology of action but the true nature of
the UfM is political.

To that effect, the operational activities of the UFM and its Secretariat can only increase
significantly and meet with the current challenges if the political dialogue between the Member

States is deeper and stronger on all the key issues of the region.

It is therefore of paramount importance to intensify the political dialogue between Member
States on key political, and security related issues of the region.

-Proposed actions-




1.1- Enhancing regional dialogue on political and security related issues between the
Member States

o At MFA’s level:
- Holding a yearly meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs in the format of the
meeting of the 26th November 2015;
- Envisaging an informal meeting on the margins of the General Assembly of the
United Nations;
- Encouraging ad hoc sub regional frameworks of meetings such as the 5+5, the
Medgroup...

o At the level of the Senior Officials:

- Densifying the political strategic dialogue agenda of the SOMs;

- Senior Officials could consider inviting where appropriate the political directors
or the MENA/EU Directors to a SOM specifically dedicated to the political
agenda;

- Convening an annual meeting of the Ambassadors Permanent Representatives to
the European Union (as per the Joint Permanent Committee foreseen in the
Paris Declaration’). A meeting took place recently between the EU ambassadors
with the ASEAN Ambassadors in Brussels. It would only be natural to hold such
informal meetings with Mediterranean partners;

- Exploring with the Senior Officials the ways to further increase the knowledge
about the UfM, in the various departments within the MFAs and other
governmental structures, as this has proved very efficient with many colleagues.

o In addition, enhanced UFM political visibility is needed:
- A communiqué can be issued by the Co-Presidency after each SOM.
- Articles co-signed by UfM Co-Presidents to be published in international press.
- Increase UFM visibility in official speeches and declarations by Member States
(for instance at the UNGA or in high level conferences related to the challenges
of the region).

The Secretariat stands ready to support the Member States in the development of these
essential aspects of regional cooperation in the Mediterranean.

* “The Joint Permanent Committee based in Brussels will assist and prepare the meetings of the Senior Officials
and ensure the appropriate follow-up; it may also act as a mechanism to react rapidly if an exceptional situation
arises in the region that requires the consultation of Euro-Mediterranean partners.”

Further strengthening Inter-institutional work

The UfM is an ecosystem. Mobilizing and increasing synergies with all the institutions in this
ecosystem is essential as it all moves towards the same global political objectives of regional
stability, regional integration and regional human development.

-Proposed actions-

Closer interactions with all actors of the Eurc-Mediterranean institutional set-up:

o

The
Parliamentary Assembly of the UfM and its five Committees (Committee on Political
Affairs, Security and Human Rights; Committee On Improving Quality Of Life, Exchanges
Between Civil Societies And Culture; Committee On Economic And Financial Affairs,
Social Affairs And Education; Committee On Women's Rights In The Euro-Mediterranean
Countries; Committee On Energy, Environment and Water).

Intensifying interactions with the PA UfM would have significant impact on increased
visibility of the UfM at the European Parliaments as well as in the Members States:

the UfM holds regular consultations with MEPs as well as the annual

with the populations as well as to adapt the work of the UfM to the specific local needs

migration, extremism and terrorism. And finally, it is an additional appropriate
framework to increase exchange of best practices and regional cooperation between
local authorities (decentralized cooperation), in full coordination with the Member

States;
- The

Secretariat regularly participates in the Plenary Session of ARLEM:;
- The

Secretariat is cooperating with ARLEM for the labeling of a project;
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- ARLEM
participates actively to the SOMs.

o The
network of Economic, Social and Environmental Councils: This network provides a very
useful platform for further interactions with the civil society.

- They hold
regular Euro-Mediterranean Summits. One of them was held two years ago at
the headquarters of the UfM in Barcelona. It is envisaged to host them once

again.

- There is a
project of a Euro-Mediterranean ESEC that the UfM could support and
encourage.

o The Anna

Lindh Foundation for the dialogue between cultures (see page 8 below).

The list of institutions is limited in this chapter to those which play a direct role in the
strengthening of the political dialogue but it is a fact that interinstitutional interactions involve
other key institutions in the regions such as the IFls (EiB, EBRD, ...), the UN agencies and their
regional offices as well as other specialized and sub-regional organizations.

Bridging the activities of the different institutions in charge of Euro-Mediterranean cooperation
by the UfM would strengthen complementarities, synergies and coordination to serve shared
goals.

1.3-  Building thematic common agendas

Sectoral ministerial meetings complementing the political dialogue by addressing the key
strategic thematic priorities of the region is an important part of the political dialogue.

Seven Ministerial meetings have taken place in the course of the last two years on key areas
such as Women empowerment, Transport, Energy, industry, Environment and Climate Change,
Digital Economy and Blue Economy, each chaired by an EC Commissioner and a Minister from
Jordan, with the presence of ministers and/or High level representatives from all Member
States.



Five ministerial meetings are programmed in 2016 on Cooperation, Employment and Labor,
Urban development, Energy, and strengthening the role of women in society. We can expect a
similar number for 2017, with possible Ministerial conferences on issues such as environment
and climate change, industrial cooperation, high education and culture.

-Proposed actions-

o Thereis a need to ensure the appropriate ministerial level of participation.

© In accordance with the Co-Presidency and with the support of the Secretariat, Member
States can take the lead in promoting regional dialogue in specific areas (organization of
workshops, production of studies and surveys, presentations to SOMs). Ideally, one MS
from the North and one from the South could join in to take this lead. This is a common
practice in some international and regional organizations that have been benchmarked
(ex: OECD).

Chapter 2: Contributing to regional stability

There is no development without security and no security without development. Therefore, it
is more important than ever to strengthen the security-development nexus in order to create
the appropriate environment conducive to social economic development and to address in a
comprehensive and balanced manner the challenges of the region taking into account the
priorities of both the EU and the Southern and Eastern Mediterranean countries.

Because of its geographical composition, its institutional governance as well as its working
methodology, the UfM is the ideal organization for such an approach.

To that effect, it is important to further streamline the contribution of the current UfM
activities, and of the ones to be developed in the framework of our mandate to the pressing
security related issues.

With the growing number of beneficiaries of UFM activities, we have to connect these
activities in a stronger manner with the efforts undergone by Member States to address the
root causes of security challenges. The UfM role can also be useful to address some angles of
the very pressing challenges of the region: Intercultural and Interfaith dialogue, mobility and
migration, fight against extremism and terrorism.



The impact of UFM activities on regional security through their connection with the
development dimension should be considered as an important parameter {regional policy
dialogue platforms, best practices and success stories, support to sub regional initiatives,
capacity building and training activities....).

The focus on Youth and human development as a main contribution to addressing the root
causes of the current challenges is to be continuously strengthened.

2.1-  Intercultural and Interfaith dialogue

Within the current context, it is essential that all efforts be made to bridge any potential
cultural divide, to fight against extremism, racism and all forms of exciusion and to build upon a
common heritage and aspirations. Intercultural and Interfaith dialogue in the Mediterranean is
an important underlying dimension of ali regional cooperation activities in the framework of
the UfM. It also requires specific attention and a focused approach for witch the Anna Lindh
Foundation has the lead and develops an important action.

-Proposed actions-

o The Anna Lindh Foundation embodies the intercultural dimension of the UfM. Its
institutional identity within the Euro-Mediterranean institutional set-up and overall UfM
activities should be strengthened. The ALF and the Secretariat are already teaming up
on a certain number of activities for which a joint action has proved meaningful.
Likewise, the ALF action plan and the Secretariat work program could be presented in
one main global strategy paper for the region in order to increase the visibility of the
global chjective.

- Confirming the cross participation of the two institutions to the SOMs and ALF
Board meetings.

- Organizing joint events.

- Opening each other’s activities and projects to the other.

o Coordination shall also be continuously strengthened with other international partners
such as the Council of Europe, KAECID, the UN Alliance of Civilizations and UNESCO (non-
comprehensive list). Capitalizing on its unique nature of stakeholders and being platform
for regional dialogue, The UFM shall synergize with international efforts and initiatives to
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promote interfaith dialogue, such as UN World Interfaith Harmony Week, which was
proclaimed by the UNGA on 20 October 2010 in resolution A/RES/65/5. During the 22 July
2015 meeting held at the UFM headquarters in Barcelona at the initiative of Spain, all
institutions dealing with intercultural and interfaith dialogue agreed to strengthen their
synergies and complementarities and take joint action to reach a wider and significant
impact. Needless to say, in its activities in this domain, the UFMS shall assure the
association of relevant national and regional entities to these efforts.

o A ministerial Conference on Culture is suggested (in 2017). Activities in this area could
cover the following pillars:
=  Common cultural heritage;
»  Cultural expressions and creative industries;
* Inter-cultural dialogue;
s |nterfaith dialogue.

o The coordination meeting of institutions dealing with intercultural and Interfaith
dialogue shall take place on an annual basis. The Secretariat will team up with the ALF
and other institutions to that effect.

2.2-  Mobility and migration

The issue of migration and mobility is complex and multidimensional. The UFM objective is to
contribute to the implementation of the Migration and Development approach placing youth
employability, job creation, alleviating poverty, education, and the territorial dimension, at the
heart of the agenda within the framework of the UFM methodology. Solutions clearly lie in
socio-economic inclusive growth in the region.

There is a broad acknowledgment that all these areas can be most usefully addressed at the
regional level. The Secretariat can effectively contribute as a regional platform for policy
dialogue in such areas as capacity building, governance, regional exchange of experience on
customs and management of migratory flows, as well as develop concrete projects to this end.
In close coordination between the governments concerned, the Secretariat will give special
focus to concrete initiatives between local authorities that can target more efficiently those
hotspots and regions where migration flows (out-going or in-coming) are most pressing. This
approach takes into consideration the following parameters and lines of action:

* On legal migration, agreements on mobility are being negotiated by the EU
with some Southern partners and studies anticipate increasing demand for a
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larger workforce in the EU in the next decades. Youth mobility for students,
interns and professional skills is subject to a growing number of initiatives,
both bilateral and regional.

® On illegal migration and trafficking in human beings, the Mediterranean is
facing challenges of a great magnitude. !t is all the more important to build
success stories to promote a concerted and balanced regional approach to
the issue. Taking into account the geographical and strategical Europe-
Mediterranean-Africa dimension, an inclusive cooperation = between
countries of destination and transit should be developed by building
resilience and economic development, and by promoting shared
responsibility and policy dialogue and initiatives between countries of origin-
transit-destination.

= On refugees, through enhanced exchange of information, best practices and
benchmarking, and liaising with the Europe Asylum Support Office (EASO),
UNHCR and other relevant organisations, the UfM will join the international
community and regional efforts for an increased support to refugee host
countries (Jordan, Lebanon, Turkey, ...).

* The existence in the EU of a large population originating from the Southern
Mediterranean countries is an asset to build bridges between the two
shores. Showcasing success stories as part of the Euro-Mediterranean
partnership seems beneficial and constructive.

-Proposed actions-

o A high level meeting on migration and mobility would allow an important exchange at
the regional level, to showcase best practices and identify possible regional
cooperation projects.

o Strengthened levels of interaction and cooperation are needed with the Global Forum
for Migration and Development, the OIM, the EU Commissioner on Migration, as well
as with the UN SG's special envoy for international migration.

2.3-  Fight against extremism and terrorism
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It is important to remind that the fight against terrorism has always been present in the Euro-
Mediterranean agenda. A clear reference was made in the Barcelona declaration in 1995 and
10 years after, in 2005, the first ever Euro-Mediterranean Code of Conduct on counter
terrorism had been adopted. Member States could consider updating this Code of Conduct to
take into account recent tragic evolutions. Such an initiative would fit within the United Nations
Global Counterterrorism strategy that was adopted in 2006 and recently reviewed in June 2014.

The Secretariat can play a facilitator role to promote soft security best practices and enhance
confidence building measures to contribute to the deconstruction/counter-narrative of radical
discourses and ideologies, crisis management, police cooperation as well 'as areas such as
cyber/ICT security. Interactions can be promoted within the frameworks such as Global Counter
terrorism Forum (GCTF) and CIMO (network of Ministers of Interior of the Western

Mediterranean).

Positive experiences and success stories have been developed by many stakeholders and
institutions in the region and need to be highlighted at regional level.

-Proposed actions-

o A UfM regional dialogue on best practices and/or social-economic development projects
of regional relevance in the fight against extremism and terrorism is timely. The
Secretariat could highlight the contribution of UfM activities to the prevention of
terrorism/extremism,

In the three above mentioned areas related to regional stability, it would be very important
that Member States ensure the Secretariat's association to different initiatives undertaken.
There are many examples of initiatives taken by UfM Member States for which the Secretariat
could play a positive role, had it been informed.

Chapter 3: Strengthening regional integration

The low level of regional economic integration in the Euro-Mediterranean region is well known.
A recent study conducted by the Secretariat indicates the following trade flow distribution in
the region:
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*  90% within the EU;
= 9% between the EU and its Southern neighbors;
= 1% between the Southern neighbors.

The potential for an increased integration is huge and would bring significant benefits for the
region. Association agreements and other free trade instruments have provided a positive
framework for the development of economic relations in the region. The on-going negotiations
with some countries on Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade agreements also offer new
perspectives for more effective convergence. However, it is a fact that insufficient progress has
been achieved so far. EU GDP per capita is still on average 6 times higher than in the South
Mediterranean partners, in 2014, the EU Trade balance with its UfM southern partners had a
surplus of 49 billion Euros, representing the second most important trade surplus and
compensating more than a third of the EU trade deficit with China®.

A more effective regional integration is essential to ensure a better socio-economic future for
the region. Broader connectivity, trade and investment, as well as a steadier path towards
sustainable development in the region could greatly increase the competitiveness of the whole
Euro-Mediterranean region in the global economy.

3.1-  Infrastructure connectivity of the region

Energy grids, transport networks and digital infrastructures are the backbone of economic
development and competitiveness. Regional scale investments in these fields should continue
to be supported. The Secretariat will continue developing its activities to this end, in particular
in the fields of transport and energy. Work will be conducted:

-Proposed actions-

o In Transport, within the framework of the UFM platforms (Panel for Transport Experts
and Transport Finance Committee) and as observer {in the Euro-Med Transport Forum
and its working groups, and SNAP-T Programme);

© In Energy, within the framework of the three UFM platform launched in 2015 (Gas,
Electricity and renewable energy) and in the perspective of a ministerial conference in
2016.

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3.2- Cooperation on trade and investments

Trade and investment are important companents of a true economic regional integration as it
involves both public and private structures. Trade and investment flows have witnessed
significant growth during the last decades but still remain low with regards to the potential in
the region.

Considering the UFM connection to both government structures as well as with the private
sector and the financial institutions, a global strategy can be put in place for the coming years
within the framework of the UFM to increase regional cooperation in trade and investment
thereby integrating the different interrelated actions in areas such as industrial cooperation,
SME development, digital economy and developing it through a multi-stakeholder approach.

-Proposed actions-

o Institutionalize a structured regional policy dialogue within the framework of UfM
methodology and paving the way for a UfM trade ministerial.

o Encourage a dialogue on harmonization of legislation on trade and investment
frameworks.

o Place the private sector at the heart of this strategy. An UfM private sector strategy has
already been faunched in 2014. It promotes a stronger contribution of the private
sector to regional integration efforts. Private sector representatives should be given
stronger ownership of the process.

o On investment, the Secretariat shall continue to hold regular coordination meetings
with the other partner institutions (like Anima, Businessmed, Ascame,...).

o The Secretariat intends to strengthen its support for sub-regional frameworks, such as
the Agadir Agreements. (see section 5.3). The agreement between the 4 business
confederations of the Signatory States signed in January 2015 as well as the one
signed in February 2014 by the 5 business confederation of the Union du Maghreb
Arab countries, offer a stimulating framework of action for the promotion of private
sector’s involvement in the regional economic integration efforts. The Business Fora
organized by the Secretariat within the framework of the 5+5 dialogue show the
existence of a strong potential.

3.3- UFM agenda on inclusive sustainable development
The UfM framework shall be used to better highlight the Euro-Mediterranean region’s

contributions to the global agenda and interlink Mediterranean regional action with the Global
Sustainable Development Goals.
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The transversality of global issues such as climate change, envircnment, food security, water
and energy, in connection to urban development goals and planning, is actively addressed by
the UFM, and shall gain priority based on a cross sectoral inclusive approach. To that end, the
Secretariat will proactively engage in the foreseen MedCoP in Tangiers in May 2016 as well as in
view of the COP22 to be held at the end of this year (7-18 November 2016).

3.4- The UFM as a vector for innovation

The UfM shall also contribute to promoting innovation, a powerful vector of socio-economic
development, modernisation of private and public life as well as a lever of growth and job
creation in the region. Through its projects and initiatives, the UfM can encourage governments
of the region adopting innovation policies and strategies, supporting the development of new
technologies, and moving towards knowledge economy or indirectly by creating a favourable
innovation climate through incentives and laws.

-Proposed actions-

o The UFM Secretariat is ready to host the dedicated implementation structure of the
PRIMA (Partnership in Research and Innovation in the Mediterranean Area) programme,
an integrated long-term research programme on food systems and water resources.

3.5- Performance indicators

There is a need to increase the knowledge base to assess the evolution of the region. The need
for progress indicators on Euro-Mediterranean flows and exchanges and levels of regional
integration is obvious.

In order to assess progress achieved in regional integration during periods of 5 years, the
Secretariat envisages launching a survey with specific performance indicators, which would
allow for analysis of major trends and evolutions.

-Proposed actions-

o These data and analysis would be the basis for the preparation of a UFM Report which
could be biennial, on the state of cooperation, economic flows and exchanges in the
Euro-Mediterranean region. The objective is to have an institutional reference for the
state of play and progress of regional integration in the region, thereby allowing Ufvt
Member States to assess, adjust and give direction.
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Chapter 4: Fostering regional human development

Reinforcing the human capital of the region is the key to a fair sustainable development and
inclusive growth. This is a key issue for stability and security in the region.

This is why human development is a priority transversally reflected in all UfM regional activities
including through facilitating higher education, vocational education and training (VET), youth
empowerment and mainstreaming gender equality, thus promoting social inclusiveness.

4.1-  Inclusive growth & employability

Mediterranean countries are experiencing rapid growth in their working age populations.
Almost 60% of the regional population is today under the age of 30 and the number of young
people under the age of 15 is forecasted to increase by over 18% by 2020°. 2.8 million young
people enter the labor market each year in the MENA region. With an average of about 30%
youth unemployment, the Middle East and North Africa region has one of the highest youth
unempioyment rates in the world. It is estimated that the region’s Gross Development Product
could increase by US$25 billion by 2018 if the youth unemployment rate were to be reduced by
half.?

Youth employability is a key issue for both the Southern Mediterranean countries and the EU.
There are therefore good grounds for regional cooperation.

UFM activities should be consolidated and amplified to achieve a higher impact on youth
employability, higher education and vocational training, through exemplary projects and
replication of best practices.

-Proposed actions-

o The UfM Medd4lobs Initiative, as a project-based and cross-sector initiative, which
promotes and replicates successful job creation practices in the areas of employability,
job intermediation services and business coaching, as well as fostering regional
dialogue on Active Labor Market Policies (ALMPs). The Secretariat participates actively
in the UfM High Level Working Group on Employment and Labour organized by the EC

— DG Employment, Social Affairs. A UfM Ministerial on Labour and Employment is
expected to be held in the second semester 2016 in Amman.

© A regional vocational training programme:

- The Secretariat is already actively involved in exploring the initiative promoted
by Luxembourg on “Initiative pour Femploi des jeunes par la formation
professionnelle et Ia promotion des compétences dans les pays du Maghreb”. It
is considered as a first phase of a programme aiming to include the whole
region.

o A new regional initiative on social entrepreneurship will be developed (current
discussions are being held with the EBRD, ILO and EC in particular).

4.2- Education and Youth mobility

The Secretariat will continue to consider the "youth dimension" as one of the central axes of its
activity to strengthen inclusiveness and achieve more efficiency on the ground. Building on the
estimated 200 000 (mostly) young people targeted by the 15 already labelled projects with a
budget of over 130 M Euros, the action of the Secretariat will be strongly related to youth
empowerment, initiatives on education and vocational training, mobility, women
empowerment and employability (Med4Jobs) as weli as specific youth related projects. The
Secretariat will also ensure that the youth dimension is effectively mainstreamed in the main
UfM activities. More specifically, the Secretariat will focus on areas such as the exchange of best
practices, leadership, capacity building, vocational training, and education.

- Proposed actions-

o Foster the role of the Euro-Mediterranean universities’ initiatives as vectors for mutual
understanding and shared knowledge.

o Set-up a programme for students and researchers Mobility across the Mediterranean.
There is a need to increase the Mediterranean dimension of Erasmus and / or to create
a specific programme tailored to the region’s specific needs, drawing on the
expectations expressed by the Mediterranean university networks.

o Hold regular Euro-Mediterranean Youth Parliament meetings in connection with the
European Parliament of Youth and the Parliamentary Assembly of the UfM.

4.3- Women empowerment
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Women equal rights and opportunities is an essential contribution to regional stability and
socio-economic development.

In line with the UfM Ministerial meeting on Strengthening the role of women in society, the
UfM will continue to put Women empowerment at the heart of its action, building on the 7
labelled projects in this field, who aim to benefit around 50,000 young women in the region
upon successful completion. This will be achieved through promoting concrete projects and
initiatives, mainstreaming gender equality within all UFM activities, building regional networks,
establishing a regional dialogue between governments and other stakeholders to advance the
gender equality agenda in the region, and ensuring coherence and complementarity between
actors. Main fields of action include education and vocational training, health, access to labor
market and entrepreneurship and equal access to leadership and decision-making positions.

-Proposed actions-

o The Secretariat will collaborate with the Co-Presidency and UfM Member States for the
preparation of the next Ministerial meeting on Women Empowerment, which is
foreseen to take place late 2016 and to all the work related to its preparation;

o The meetings of the Regional dialogue on women empowerment, launched in May 2015,
will serve to enhance ownership by governments over this process, within a multi-
stakeholder approach;

o The Secretariat will continue promoting regional projects.

The Secretariat is currently developing a realistic pipeline of a 20 projects for the 3 thematics
related to youth employability, inclusive growth and women empowerment.

.l Chapter 5: Increasing articulation with the Reviewed European Neighbourhood
Policy

As the co-presidency of the UfM, the EU is more than a partner. It is a central stakeholder in the
activities of the UfM. Interactions and synergies with the EU have been consolidating
significantly in the last few years.

The ENP review in 2015 made strong references to the increasing role of the UfM in the
regional dimension.

-Proposed actions-
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Increase synergies and coherence between Euromed activities and UfM activities;
Reinforce regular consultations between the EU and the UfM on regional programs
and instruments in order to ensure consistency and synergy, as well as privileged
access of UfM labelled projects to EU funds;

o Invite the EU to present AMICI to the relevant UfM forum and engage a dialogue on
this EU initiative;

o Consolidate efforts of greater coordination in the financial instruments (Luxembourg
Group, new possible initiatives,...);
Optimize the regional dimension of some bilateral actions;

o Strengthen the regional dimension (while maintaining the bilateral cooperation
packages).

Chapter 6: Intensifying partnerships and synergies

The strengthening of partnerships, including institutional ones, is a good way of expanding
activities, optimizing synergies and increasing impact.

6.1- Acting in Partnership with other Institutions

-Proposed actions-

o Further interact and cooperate with the United Nations and the United Nations System,
following the UN General Assembly resolution to invite the Union for the
Mediterranean to participate in the sessions and the work of the General Assembly in
the capacity of observer

o Further develop solid partnerships and joint actions

Developing strong partnerships with the following stakeholders is key:

® Institutions within the Euro-Mediterranean institutional set-up as well as institutions
active in the region (UN system, in particular UN agencies such as UNESCO, UNIDO,
ILO, or UN Women; Council of Europe) are instrumental to amplify action and impact
through the strengthening of complementarities, synergies and coordination to serve
shared goals, without creating double tracks of action;

* In close coordination with the governments concerned, civil society, in particular
universities, academics, think-tanks, NGOs, that are already structured and can bring
an interesting bottom-up perspective and share their regional analysis, knowledge,
experience and proposals to tackle the current challenges;
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» Private sector, increasing its involvement in regional policy dialogue and in sector
debates and sector agenda settings (energy, transport, etc), identifying the priority
issues regarding regional economic integration, as well as contribution in projects
development and financing;

® IFls, increasing its involvement and coordination with active IFl in the region, such as the
EBRD and EIB would be key.

o Call upon Euro-Mediterranean think-tanks and_their networks to improve shared

knowledge and vision of the region.

Increasingly interacting with sub-regional frameworks and building on the existing
synergies and complementarities with them

The 5+5 Dialogue

The Secretariat has developed in the last 3 years strong relations with the 5+5 dialogue,
through the participation in the ministerial meetings as well as through the organization of
the Business Forum. The 5+5 dialogue provides many opportunities to work on regional
integration, regional human development and regional stability from a sub-regional
perspective and continues developing areas of useful interaction with the work of the
Secretariat.

-Proposed actions-

Participation to the MFA annual meeting (next one should be held in France in 2016);
Participation in the sectorial activities;
Organization of the Business Forum.

The Agadir Agreement framework

The Agadir agreement is aimed at establishing a free trade area between 4 Arab Mediterranean
countries (Egypt, lordan, Morocco and Tunisia). It is open for the membership of 5 other Arab
Mediterranean countries who were present during the signing of the agreement in 2001
(Mauritania, Algeria, Libya, Palestine and Lebanon).

-Proposed actions-

o The Secretariat intends to work closely with the Agadir Technical Unit (ATU), based in

Amman in order to:
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- Promote joint projects for SMEs.
- Promote private sector relations (see page 13).

= Bridging with Africa
Considering both the economic potential and the importance of regional stability, the Europe-

Mediterranean-Africa junction is essential. The concept of “neighbors’ neighbors” in the
reviewed European Neighbourhood Policy opens new perspectives for UfM in its relations with
sub-5aharan Africa. Initiatives can also be built on existing and potential South-South
cooperation.

The “EU Emergency Trust Fund for stability and addressing root causes of irregular migration
and displaced persons in Africa” l[aunched at the Malta Summit in November 2015 is not only
designed to support development projects in the countries of origin of migrants but also
projects in the transit countries or projects of regional dimension, regional projects of common
interest could be developed in both UfM member countries and third-countries.

The perspective of organising a 5+5+5 meeting would be an important contribution to adressing
common regional challenges collectively (see page 10).

-Proposed actions-

o Itis proposed that the Secretariat establishes dialogue and jeint activities with regional
partners such as ECOWAS. A first meeting would take place in 2016 involving the
Secretariat, the EU institutions and ECOWAS with a view to discussing ways to capitalise
on the existing synergies and complementarities.

o Supporting sub regional initiatives such us holding a 5+5+5° high level meeting on
migration (following the recent Ndjamena G5 Summit) and building on the
recommendations of the Malta Summit (November 2015) and the creation of the EU-
Africa Trust Fund.

* The Guif partners
Consolidating synergies, where appropriate, between the UfM and the Gulf countries who are

important players in the region, in an important dimension.

* 545+5 - The Western Mediterranean Forum, commanly known as the 5+5 Dialogue (Algeria, France, Italy, Libya,
Malta, Mauritania, Morocco, Portugal, Spain and Tunisia) + G5 Sahel (Burkina Faso, Chad, Mali, Mauritania and
Niger).
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Many initiatives have been taken in 2015. They will continue and intensify in 2016. The
concrete and active on-going partnership in such initiatives as the UfM labelled project
‘Desalination Facility for the Gaza Strip’ is a good illustration of these dynamics.

-Proposed actions-

o Consolidate existing partnerships (for example Abu Dhabi Fund for Development, Islamic
Development Bank).

o Extend these partnerships to areas in particular such as youth employability as it is a
vital issue for stability and development in the region.

o Explore with our partners the possibility of participating to an innovative funding
mechanism (see page 21-22).

= G7 Deauville Partnership

The Deauville Partnership with Arab countries in transition, since its inauguration in 2011, has
been a platform for coordination and policy exchange among its partners including relevant
financial institutions, as well as a channel for financial support in the 6 countries involved,
providing grants for technical cooperation to foster economic inclusive growth and governance.

The Secretariat will explore synergies with the Deauville Partnership in areas of common
interest, either through activities of platform or through the promotion of priority projects
according to respective mandates.

» QOther frameworks
The Secretariat will also continue participating, when invited, to other informal geographical
frameworks where Mediterranean issues are discussed such as the Medgroup {next meeting
February 26 in Nicosia) and the Arab Mediterranean countries meetings.

The Secretariat will also continue strengthening its institutional partnerships with the LAS, the
OIC and the UMA. It is developing regular contacts with other regional and sub regional
organisations such as the Visegrad Group, CBSS, the Black Sea Economic cooperation
organisation.

Chapter 7: Improving operational instruments
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7.1- Budget of the Secretariat

Since its establishment in 2010, the specific nature of the Secretariat was to be a lean
organization. It is designed to develop efficient synergies with other stakeholders in order to
broker solutions and pro-active initiatives for the benefit of enhanced regional cooperation.

We believe that this spirit must be confirmed as it has proved to be an approach that has
yielded positive results.

In line with the ambitions expressed by the Member States at the 26 November 2015
Conference, as well as the objectives set by the reviewed European Neighbourhood Policy
related to consolidation, acceleration and amplification of the work of the Secretariat in the
current regional challenging period, the capacities of the Secretariat should be further
developed to engage on the different concrete activities.

Avoiding inflating running costs, this scale up would serve to increase the Secretariat's
capacities to implement concrete activities according to its mandate, focusing mainly on:

* Reinforcing the promotion of concrete initiatives through targeted expertise and
technical assistance for analytical studies at regional level, prospective work,
formulation and assessment of innovative regional projects ideas at initial stages,
analysing projects results for replication and extension, mapping exercises of regional
best practices, improved coordination between various stakeholders on regional
cooperation;

* Consolidating the UfM role of a multi-stakeholder regional platform for policy dialogue
through tailored support to regional policy platforms, dialogue and network activities,
preparation of Ministerial conferences and respective follow up work in new areas,
expansion of regional multi-stakeholders platforms work on issues of interest for the
region.

The current annual budget approved by the Member States amounts to 8.2 M€ and follows the
principle according to which half of its resources are financed by the European Commission,
half by contributions from Member States {in cash or through secondments). However, in the
last years, while recognizing the efforts made by the European Commission, contributions by
Member States have not reached the amount forecasted and approved by the SOM, and the EC
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contribution had to decrease accordingly, therefore strongly penalizing the Secretariat®, As a
matter of fact, real effective budget amounted to 4.5 M€ in 2014 and 4.3 in 2013 (without
seconded staff).

The consumption rate is optimized, the level of UfM Secretariat budget implementation during
the two last budgetary years 2013 and 2014 being 98% out of financial resources received. The
financial management is sound, all last 5 external audits of UFMS accounts being positive with
unqualified opinions {with no findings for 2 semesters 2013, 2 semesters 2014 and 1 semester
2015).

As a principle, the Secretariat would like to continue with the current balance of 50/50 between
the EC and the Member States contributions. We also are keen to continue with the voluntary
character of the financial contributions. However, Member States could consider a “minimum
threshold” that could be differentiated for the North and South countries (amounts to be
discussed during SoM). If some Member States would wish so, their contribution could be
earmarked to the Secretariat’s budgeted core activities/projects of specific interest for them.

Member States contributions are the expression of the political will to further strengthen the
UfM.

7.2-  Financial Mechanisms
7.2.1. Financing “soft” projects through grants

Out of the current 41 labelled projects, about two thirds do not include investment or
infrastructure components but focus on activities like training, capacity building, networking,
regional exchanges of best practices, pilot projects and policy making. Those are considered as
“soft” projects. Currently, 24 soft projects have been labelled in the priority thematic areas of
inclusive growth, youth employability, higher education and women empowerment, that are
shared priorities in the current regional context. They are usually financed by grants. Their
amounts are generally relatively small. And they may be promoted by different partners
(governments, organizations of civil society ~NGOS, associations -, private sector, universities,
research centers).

Funding of these projects has so far reached an average of 50%. One third of those 24 projects
are fully financed. Fund raising efforts are ongoing to reach the 100% financing needed to allow
a full implementation.

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-Proposed actions-

© In order to tackle the financing needs of soft projects in a more structured way, avoid
pursuing financial efforts for each individual projects, and, more importantly, reach a
greater impact in terms of impact on the ground, the Secretariat proposes to explore
the creation of a dedicated financial mechanism allowing to pool funds from
interested contributors.

Such a financial instrument would:

* Provide a push to already identified and labelled projects, allow to deepen
and extend some of them by increasing the number of beneficiaries in the
countries;

= Allow for new projects to emerge with a potential financial coverage,

* Provide technical assistance to support preparation of projects as relevant.

Conditions could be as follows:

* The access to this fund would be conditional to being labelled.

*This fund would be a multi-partner/donor Trust Fund with expected
contributions from UfM MS, European Commission, and beyond (Gulf
countries, bilateral cooperation of non-UfM countries such as Norway).

*While the Secretariat would keep the operational management regarding
activities to be financed, the fund in itself would not be managed by the
Secretariat, but placed outside and its fiduciary aspects would be taken care
of by an experienced financial institution to be selected (by competition or
consensus).

Such a financial dedicated instrument in the field of human, social and economic development
would strengthen the Secretariat’s role as a catalyzer for promoting and financing strategic and
priority initiatives and projects for the region and further strengthen complementarities of
actions in those fields at regional level. It would constitute the instrument for the Secretariat to
fully play its role of platform for multi-sources funding as foreseen in its statutes.

The Secretariat is proposing to launch a reflection, through a dedicated task force including the
European Commission and interested Member States, to discuss the various issues around this
proposal, including the governance of such a Fund. This reflection would lead to a proposal to
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be discussed with Member States before reaching a decision on the opportunity and feasibility
of such as Fund in the course of 2016.

This proposal could be discussed at the occasion of the UfM Ministerial Conference on
Cooperation to be held in April 2016 in Jordan.

7.2.2. Financing regional infrastructure projects

In the area of infrastructure, the Secretariat ensures a role of “trusted third party” by actively
participating in the development of large Euro-Mediterranean Investment initiatives {H2020,
UPFI, MSPP!) supported by donors. It creates a secured investment dynamic between main
actors (political authorities, donors and stakeholders) and ensures a greater link between
Ministers agreements to move forward on issues of commaon concern (in the areas of transport,
energy, environment/climate change, and urban development through UfM Ministerial
meetings) and operational responses.

The Secretariat promotes strategic identification of priority projects, specific support to project
preparation, a dedicated coordination mechanism, by sector, strengthening coordination and
synergies amongst the existing financial instruments with the aim of serving common goals,
especially through the European Neighbourhaod Instrument (and its multiple components, in
particular the blending element of the Neighbourhood Investment Facility), the European
Investment Bank and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the
International Financial Institutions, as well as other development agencies.

Priority projects identified in those regional frameworks and with a reasonable perspective of
financing through existing financial instruments can in parallel be presented for labelling to the
Member States (as it has already been the case for some flagship projects in environment or
urban development).

-Proposed actions-

o This role could be strengthened, amplified and extended to all sectors requiring
enhanced infrastructure investment efforts in order to enable a more consistent
delivery on regional cooperation priorities agreed in the context of the UfM.

o The role of the Secretariat should be central in coordinating efforts aiming at increasing
the synergies between various financial instruments, at a regional level, to promote
joint responses, in respect of countries priorities, for enhanced financing of
infrastructure investment related to the regional agendas, promoting coordinated
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support targeted to investments concretely promoting regional integration and
interconnections.

7.3- Launch a reflection on the UfM label and its added value

The concept of labelling, or conferring UfM support to a project through the consensual
endorsement of the 43 Member States, is at the heart of the Secretariat's activities. Therefore,
the real nature of the label, and in particular its added value, is a matter of central significance.
Currently, the label and the applicable criteria are based on the official guidelines adopted by
Member States in 2011.

-Proposed action-

o The Secretariat proposes to launch, with inputs from all interested Member States, a
reflection on the label in close interaction with the co-presidency. This reflection could
be initiated in an ad-hoc meeting in the 2nd quarter 2016, open to all, and would lead to
the elaboration of a proposal to improve the current way of using the label. The
proposal would be discussed openly in @ SOM format preceding formal approval by
Member States. Based on the experience gained through the labelling of 41 projects,
the Secretariat considers that a number of questions are worth exploring with regard to
the label and its credibility and to avoid this concept limiting itself to a sort of “political
non-objection” as it is most frequently:

* Reflect on establishing a closer link between the labelling process and funding
of labelled projects by Member States and the co-presidency,

* The appropriate timing of the labelling,

®* The political or strategic versus technical meaning of the label,

* A possible evolution towards different types of label, as well as

® The sustainability or potential withdrawal of a label.
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Conclusion

In order for the Member States to regularly take stock, assess, and adjust as necessary the
course of regional cooperation activities and define the way forward, the Secretariat proposes
to hold under the chairmanship of the UfM co-presidency, and on an annual basis, a UfM
Regional Forum.

Conveyed every year in November in Barcelona, the UfM Regional Forum would consist of:

o A meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of UFfM member States, to give political
guidance on a common Euro-Mediterranean agenda and build on achievements and
opportunities to better address the challenges in the region;

© An inter-institutions meeting, to assess the level of interactions and synergies needed
between institutions, share experiences and success stories to enhance and amplify an
action oriented agenda for the Mediterranean;

o A multi-stakeholder meeting of Euro-Mediterranean cooperation actors, bringing
together project promoters and beneficiaries and institutions to examine the impact of
UfM initiatives on the ground, build on the opportunities, best practices and success
stories, and implement a pragmatic, impact-oriented and multi-partner approach for a
deeper and concerted regional cooperation agenda.

The UfM Regional Forum would offer a unique opportunity to further strengthen on an annual
basis the work undergone within the UfM framework.

It is proposed to hold the next UfM Regional Forum next 23-25 November 2016.
As a member driven organization, the UfM is what the Member States want it to be.
It is therefore essential to ensure three major objectives:

- Maintain the political momentum at the highest appropriate level and
increase political ownership of the process;

- Strengthen the link between political orientation and tangibie results on
the ground;

- Open dialogue and cooperation with all interested and concerned
stakeholders.

The Committee on Improving Quality of Life, Exchanges between Civil Societies

and Culture:

1. Expresses its deep sense of grief and concemn at the dramatic state of war

and instability throughout the Mediterranean region, causing the deaths of
hundreds of civilian victims, including many women and children,
devastating cities and lands, and causing the flight of thousands of
refugees. Conflicts in Libya and Syria, the threat of the Caliphate, the
resurgence of terrorism, and the migration crisis call for a renewed
international commitment to restore the Mediterranean region's ancient
identity as the crucible of exchanges and culture,

. Firmly condemning terror attacks and all forms of terrorism, recalls that
most of the victims of terrorism perpetrated by Daesh are Muslims, and that
terrorism cannot, and must not, be associated with any particular religion,
nationality or civilisation,

. Deems it crucially important to foster cultural and interfaith dialogue as the
fundamental means of preventing intolerance, fanaticism and terrorism. In
this connection it recalls the “Milan Declaration”, drawn up at the
Conference on 31 July and 1 August, 2013 at the Mitan EXPO, to which the
delegations of 83 countries subscribed, appealing to “the United Nations
and UNESCO to ensure that the principles of intercultural dialogue, the
strengthening of tolerance and mutual respect among peoples and diverse
cultures are kept in the focus of the international community”;

. Considers that a robust initiative is needed to defend the artistic and cultural
heritage of the Mediterranean, which has already been seriously
jeopardised by war, and by the destruction and trafficking of works of art by
Daesh. It therefore welcomes the UNITFORHERITAGE “blue helmets for
culture” initiative, promoted by the Italian Minister for Culture, Dario
Franceschini, to set up a unit within UNESCO and the United Nations
specialising in safeguarding archaeological sites and works of art in war
zones;

Measures to Counter the Consequences of Global Warming on the
Mediterranean

Referring to Articles 2, 3 and 4 of the FCCC, decisions 1/CP.16, 2/CP.18, 1/CP.19 and
1/CP.20 of the Conference of the Parties;

Welcoming the draft decisions FCCC/CP/2015/13 and 15 on the call on the Parties that
have not yet done so and to the operating entities of the financial mechanism and any
other organizations in a position to do so to contribute urgently and in advance of the
twenty-second session of the Conference of the Parties (November 2016) to achieving the
objective as set out in the Art.2 of the Convention;

Also welcoming the draft decision FCCC/CP/2015/17 that notes the requirement of much
greater emission reduction efforts than the intended nationally determined contributions in
order to hold the increase in the global average temperature to below 2°C by 2025;
Acknowledging that the Mediterranean Sea, one of the most international waters,
bordering nineteen countries and harbouring more than 100.000 species, is a vital source
of food and income;

Emphasizing that the Mediterranean coast is highly vulnerable to sea level rise from
global warming due to the elevation of its coastal vegetation and decisions to prevent the
loss of sediment and wetland is an urgent issue;

Stressing that the recovery of the Mediterranean seabed from pollution would take more
than a century due to its geography and that the increasing sediment and wetland deficit
affects the ecosystem functioning as well as food production;

Noting the ongoing actions and studies of the Eco-Towns Network, Horizon 2020,
MedPAN, Let’s Do It Mediterranean! (LDIM), which have been permanent members of
the Committee since the Zagreb meeting in 2014, towards a green economy and a clean
environment in the Mediterranean Region

Reiterates its call on the Member States to cooperate and foster comprehensive action for
the purpose of reducing the consequences of global warming in full compliance with
FCCC decisions;

Encourages the federal governments and local authorities to establish “waste recycling
centres”, thus to be role-models for the public and private sectors;

Urges the governmental and local authorities to promote thermal and non-thermal
technologies to convert waste into energy;

Calls on the local and governmental authorities to promote and improve investments in
waste water management;



5. Reiterates, in the context of climate change, the necessity of policy changes and the

adoption of legal frameworks towards environmentally compatible infrastructures and
measures to promote investment in, production of, and consumption of renewable energy;

Emphasises accelerating the adoption of policies towards energy efficiency by way of
countering obstacles to investments in the renewable energy sector, especially taking into
account falling fossil fuel prices;

An Action Plan for the Severely Polluted Mediterranean

The Commiittee on Environment, Energy and Water

Owing to its already precarious water replenishment and renewal possibilities, the
Mediterranean Sea is subject to massive environmental pressure from man-made sources,
which may in the short run overwhelm its ecosystem with irreversible aftermath on the
economies and on the security and stability of all coastal states;

This pressure stems from a series of causes, of which the following are particularly

noteworthy:

a) maritime transportation of pollutants and hazardous materials, most notably 400
million tonnes of hydrocarbons (25% of global trade), carried by over 300 daily tanker
transits whose routine discharges, barring the serious threat of potential accidents,
further aggravate a situation in which the Mediterranean has the world’s largest
volume of hydrocarbons (30mlg per cubic metre of seawater compared with the global
average of 5-7mlg per cubic metre);

b) fresh water courses emptying into the sea, laden with chemical and bacterial
municipal, industrial, agricultural and livestock waste;

c) direct and often untreated discharges from large urban and industrial sites;

d) dumping at sea of non-biodegradable material (e.g. plastic);

This pressure is certainly bound to increase;

a) as a result of the socio-economic development of many areas, either coastal or any
way connected to the sea;

b) specifically in relation to transport, as a result of the recent doubling of the Suez
Canal;

¢) in terms of the presence of hydrocarbons, as a consequence of numerous new drilling
concessions or extensions of existing ones, issued by many states in relation to the
territorial seabed;

d) in terms of biodiversity, as a consequence of genetic mutations and the mutation of
native species following the doubling of the Suez Canal,

e) in terms of the integrity and value of the seabed's and fish spawning grounds, as a
result of the use of explosives for prospection and exploration of hydrocarbons



- This pressure might be fatally aggravated in case of drilling accidents, thus leading to the
rapid disappearance of every form of biodiversity in the Mediterranean and the
consequent shutdown of such important economic activities as fishing and tourism;

- The Protocols for implementing the Convention for the Protection of the Mediterranean
Sea Against Pollution (Barcelona Convention), adopted as part of the Plan of Action for
the Mediterranean by 22 coastal states in 1976 as amended in 1995 and renamed
Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of the
Mediterranean have not been fully ratified by all the parliaments of the signatory States
as yet;

- The Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of
the Mediterranean must in fact be deemed effective and binding on all governments since
2004 following the ratification of the first six signatory states;

- The Convention and its implementing protocols make provisions for the adoption of
coordinated monitoring and action by signatory states, in order to prevent and solve
environmental emergencies in the Mediterranean;

- The Convention envisages the establishment and actual completion of international
protected marine areas for which the United Nations post-2015 Sustainable Development
Agenda has set the goal of extending the world’s total protected marine and coastal areas
by at least 10 per cent by 2020;

Commits UfM Member States and their Governments

8. to ensure that all signatory states of the Barcelona Convention, its amendments and
implementing protocols, immediately ratify such instruments, thereby taking on their
obligations;

9. to take steps in order to ensure that all coastal states and all states in the belonging to
the Mediterranean area accede to the Convention in order to complete the international
legal system created by the Plan for the Mediterranean;

10. to regulate the discharge of rivers into the sea without reducing their outflow rate and
to meet the minimum agreed requirements regulating the treatment of water and
municipal and industrial waste;

11. to bring into operational effect the national and international marine and coastal areas,
and to promote the establishment of new such areas consistently with the provisions of
the United Nations post-2015 Sustainable Development Agenda;

12. to design a common, shared and binding Environmental Impact Assessment model for
the issuing of concessions for offshore hydrocarbon prospection, exploration and
exploitation, and in the wind energy sector, so as to ensure protection of the maritime
environment as a whole, and in particular prohibit the installation of wind turbines
near protected marine and coastal areas, in order to comply with the principles of
liability, accountability and the provision of guarantees and payment of compensation
for any environmental damage caused by the use of such concessions;

13. to enforce polluter pays agreements also with the owners of the cargo rather than
merely with the carrier of hydrocarbons, as is the case today. This would encourage all

companies to use specialised carriers with state-of-the-art equipment, rather than
unseaworthy vessels;

under the leadership of Egypt and the Suez Canal Authority, to promote and support
an Agency to monitor, prevent and mitigate the impact on the Mediterranean marine
ecosystem from the doubling of the Suez Canal;

to draft through the UfM, a “Mediterranean Code”, to be adopted by all countries in
the broader Mediterranean basin, in order to protect and enhance the marine resource
in the interest of the peoples around it and their future generations;

and also commits the signatory states to the Barcelona Convention to fully implement

all the provisions of the Convention and its Protocols, including:

a) the establishment and activation of a joint operational agency to menitor sea traffic
compliance with environmental rules, to provide prompt response in the event of
emergencies, to impose penalties on bad practices through the existing agencies:
REMPEC and the European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA);

b) to equip their main ports with facilities to wash the holds of merchant ships and to
ensure that all waste water and bilge water is properly treated, so as to put an end
to the bad practice of washing out the bilges and discharging bilge water at sea
while sailing.

An Action Plan for the Severely Polluted Mediterranean

The Committee on Environment, Energy and Water

Owing to its already precarious water replenishment and renewal possibilities, the

Mediterranean Sea is subject to massive environmental pressure from man-made sources,

which may in the short run overwhelm its ecosystem with irreversible aftermath on the

economies and on the security and stability of all coastal states;

This pressure stems from a series of causes, of which the following are particularly

noteworthy:

a) maritime transportation of pollutants and hazardous materials, most notably 400
million tonnes of hydrocarbons (25% of global trade), carried by over 300 daily tanker
transits whose routine discharges, barring the serious threat of potential accidents,
further aggravate a situation in which the Mediterranean has the world’s largest
volume of hydrocarbons (30mlg per cubic metre of seawater compared with the global
average of 5-7mlg per cubic metre);

b) fresh water courses emptying into the sea, laden with chemical and bacterial
municipal, industrial, agricultural and livestock waste;

c) direct and often untreated discharges from large urban and industrial sites;

d) dumping at sea of non-biodegradable material (e.g. plastic);

Sea Against Pollution (Barcelona Convention), adopted as part of the Plan of Action for
the Mediterranean by 22 coastal states in 1976 as amended in 1995 and renamed
Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of the
Mediterranean have not been fully ratified by all the parliaments of the signatory States
as yet;

- The Convention and its implementing protocols make provisions for the adoption of
coordinated monitoring and action by signatory states, in order to prevent and solve
environmental emergencies in the Mediterranean;

- The Convention envisages the establishment and actual completion of international
protected marine areas for which the United Nations post-2015 Sustainable Development
Agenda has set the goal of extending the world’s total protected marine and coastal areas
by at least 10 per cent by 2020;

Notes that the psychological and ideological incitement, mobilization, recruitment and
preparation for traveling to hot spots are through internet and not the mosques. The
studies and investigations proved the existence of an entire structure of hunters of heads
who visit young people's profiles of both sexes on social networks and hunt their victims
according to well thought out criteria and a high level of professionnalism;

Wonders about the funding sources of terrorist organizations and calls on the
international community to deal with this phenomenon more seriously and endeavor to
form a deterrent force to counter these organizations and to pursue them in order to
eliminate their roots;

Draws attention to the fact that women constitute the first line of protection and play a
crucial role as agents of change in developing and implementing prevention strategies
against terrorism, and the necessity of promoting their capacities and concretisation of
their role in order to take advantage of their potential, namely in the field of education
and upbringing of generations, strengthening the family, social and community cchesion,
promoting the values of coexistence, openness and tolerance and in establishing security
and peace in the region; through eliminating all sources and causes of instability,

including foreign occupation as defined by the United Nations (1);

Emphasizes the increasing role of women and women’s organizations in the regulations
and activities aiming at confronting violations of women’s rights in the Euro-Med area
and protecting them from any form of violence, including that of foreign occupation
source, as defined by the United Nations, in order to fight and eliminate one of the source
of terrorism and instability in the region (1);

Calls for intensification of statistics, researches and studies, creation of structures for of
research and monitoring of existing instruments, as well as, exchanging of best practices
between States in order to understand the relation between women and terrorism and the
roles played by women as victims, active participants or agents of change to counteract
radicalisation; Calls for intensification of studies and researches on women’s status under
occupation and how assistance could be offered to them;

Draws attention to the fact that the psychological and ideological incitement,
mobilization, recruitment and preparation for traveling to hot spotss are performed
through the Internet and have nothing to do with Muslim religion.

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Activity report 2015/2016

During the Session of 2015/2016 the Committee on Women's Rights of the PA-UfM held a
meeting in Rabat on 1 April 2016. It discussed the following points:

- Exchange of views on the theme "Women's role in countering terrorism and promoting
peace in the Euro-Med Region".

2.1.2. Other expenditure
As detailed in Annex 8, bank fees related to bank transfers amount to EUR 534,24,

While these bank fees are not covered by the above-mentioned budget headings, they
have been financed through the Assembly's bank account and are therefore accounted
for in the overall budget consumption.

2.2. MANAGEMENT OF APPROPRIATIONS

As detailed in Annex 3 and in application of the Assembly's financial regulation and
the financial circuits of its Secretariat, financial management was based on budgetary
commitments, legal commitments and payments.

For every operation, a cross-reference system (using the BUD (until 2015), LEG (until
2014) and PO acronyms) was used to check fund availability, streamline the payment
process and archive supporting documents.

This resulted in the creation and validation by the Secretariat's financial officers (one
initiating officer, one verification and authorising officer and one accounting officer)
of an estimated 180 financial operations if we include check-lists and bank transfers'
documents.

As indicated in Annex 3, operational Commitments and Payments amount,
respectively, to EUR 277.323,65 € and EUR 276.999,89. The discrepancy between the
two figures comes from a reduction in an invoiced payment following problems in the
execution of the related services.

2.3. PROCUREMENT PROCEDURES
According to articles 2 and 48 of the Assembly's financial regulation, the provisions of

the financial regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Union shall
apply to procurement in connection with the functioning of the Assembly.
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e In the meantime, remaining budgetary commitments still available after
paying the balance of the amounts due for activities executed until 29 May
2016 (ie at the end of the Moroccan Presidency) will be returned to
contributing Parliaments in proportion to their share in the total budget.

Takes note of the international and regional instruments on «Women's role in countering
terrorism and promoting peacey, including in particular the Security Council Resolution
number 1325 (2000) on "Women, Peace and Security", the regional strategy for the Arab
League issued in 2012 on "The protection of Arab Women: security and peace”, the
Universal Islamic Declaration of Human Rights of 19 September 1981 adopted by
UNESCO; and the Declaration on Human Rights in Islam, adopted in Cairo on 5 August
1990 by the Organization of the Islamic Conference;

Stresses that the States and Society need, today, defensive and preventive measures to
combat the phenomenon of terrorism, radicalization and recruitment, given the instable
security and political situation in the Euro-Mediterranean region;

Draws attention to the fact that women constitute the first line of protection and play a
crucial role as agents of change in developing and implementing prevention strategies
against terrorism, and the necessity of promoting their capacities and concretisation of
their role in order to take advantage of their potential, namely in the field of education
and upbringing of generations, strengthening the family, social and community cohesion,
promoting the values of coexistence, openness and tolerance and in establishing security
and peace in the region; through eliminating all sources and causes of instability,
including foreign occupation as defined by the United Nations (1);

Emphasizes the increasing role of women and women's organizations in the regulations
and activities aiming at confronting violations of women’s rights in the Euro-Med area
and protecting them from any form of violence, including that of foreign occupation
source, as defined by the United Nations. in order to fight and eliminate one of the source
of terrorism and instability in the region {1);

Calls for intensification of statistics, researches and studies, creation of structures for of
research and monitoring of existing instruments, as well as, exchanging of best practices
between States in order to understand the relation between women and terrorism and the
roles played by women as victims. active participants or agents of change to counteract
radicalisation: Calls for intensification of studies and researches on women's status under
occupation and how assistance could be offered to them;

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Draws attention to the fact that the psychological and ideological incitement,
mobilization, recruitment and preparation for traveling to hot spotss are performed
through the Internet and have nothing to do with Muslim religion. Calls for more detailed
analyses and studies to detect terrorist recruitment channels and to identify appropriate
response tools;

Firmly denounces the funding sources of terrorist organizations and calls on the
international community to investigate and sanction this organized crime and endeavor to
counter these organizations and to pursue them in order to eliminate their roots causes of
radicaliation; and calls on the international community to strengthen all dimensions of the
fight against terrorism according to a multidimensional approach including the
enforcement of measures against the funding of terrorism;

Urges Member State governments of the PA-UfM to adopt an Euro-Mediterranean
strategy on the "role of women in fighting against terrorism and promoting peace”,
drawing efficient national plans to counter this phenomenon, enacting and implementing
the laws relating to advancing gender equality; Asks governments to launch networks of
women, who want to engage in the fight against terrorism and the influx of young people
into terrorist organisations;

Urges Member State governments of the PA-UM to ratify and lift all reservations to the
CEDAW convention while respecting the cultural specificities of the countries. and
propose cooperation in that respect; Insists that equality between women and men is an
essential tool for full empowerment of women at all levels of society, including
participation in political decision-making. in women's rights organisations and in civil
society movements promoting peace and dialogue. Women must be more involved in the
fight against terrorism as a problem that threatens all of humanity;

Emphasizes that consolidating security and peace in the Euro-Med area demands exerting
all efforts to eliminate causes of tension and instability, resulting from continuity of
foreign occupation, as defined by the United Nations, to one peopie of the area (1);

Calls for disseminating the culture of human rights, democracy, citizenship and
preventing incitement to violence and extremism in educational and social programs, and
all religions in the countries in addition to the work to sensitize women to their important
and vital capacity as agents of change for countering extremist violence at local and
national level;

Stresses the importance of enhancing the role of women in civil society organizations in
order to become equal participants in spreading the values of tolerance. dialogue and
coexistence, in addition to the diffusion of positive messages that call for peace, given the
Association of Women against violence in a partnership with the Moroccan Organization
for Human Rights:

Indicates that the terrorist organizations recruit today the European Muslim women in
Europe and abroad who suffer from multiple forms of discrimination; The Committee
requests the treatment without discrimination of students, workers and women in general,
coming from the south shore, who have not been able to integrate themselves, because of
racism and exclusion; Governments should ensure and protect young girls and women to
prevent them from joining the ranks of terrorists; Governments should establish
monitoring systems and action against the selections of women and men with an
inclination to travel to the terrorist organisations;

Calls for the need to intensify financial and logistical support by European Union
Countries for the benefit of south Mediterranean countries; Emphasizes the need to
include the gender perspective in the consideration and approval of new projects of the
Union for the Mediterranean, in order to cmpower women economically, socially and
politically, in addition to involving them in assuming responsibility and taking decision
positions. Envisages tangible joint projects at university and professional level among
women;

Requests to encourage women's access to positions of decision-making at local, regional,
legislative and governmental levels in order to establish horizontal and vertical policy
allowing the creation of mechanisms and means that help implementing the development
programs and projects, and which enable the targeted women, by the terrorist thought, to
immunize themselves physically, psychologically and morally, and become able to
coexist in tolerance within the Union for Mediterranean countries.

Attire ['attention sur le fait que lincitation psychologique et idéologique, la
mobilisation, le recrutement et la préparation pour se rendre a des points chauds;

Appelle a
une analyse plus détaillée et des études pour détecter les canaux de recrutement
terroristes et pour identifier les outils d'intervention;

Dénonce fermement le financement des organisations terroristes et invite la
communauté internationale & enquéter et sanctionner ce crime organisé et 3 travailler

Appelle a diffuser la culture des droits de I'nomme, de la démocratie et de la
citoyenneté, a prévenir I'incitation 4 la violence et I'extrémisme dans les programmes
éducationnels et sociaux, et toutes religions dans les pays, et ceuvrer pour rendre les
femmes conscientes de leur capacité importante et dynamique comme agents de
changement pour la lutte contre la violence extrémiste au niveau local et national;

The Committee on Economic and Financial Affairs, Social Affairs and Education of the
Parliamentary Assembly of the Union for the Mediterranean,

Recognising that the Euro-Mediterranean region needs urgent stabilisation in order to
fully enjoy its huge potential of human resources, skills, energy and cultures owing to its
dynamic, increasing and diverse population which have historically been game changer
assets in the progress and development of its communities;

Notes that a sustainable growth of the Euro-Mediterranean population will benefit UfM
member couniries in terms of employment, development, welfare, social justice and
enterprises and substantially tackle poverty and inequalities;

Emphasizes the need for the increase of human mobility within the Euro-Mediterranean
region so as to take advantage of its population’s full potential through cooperation and
joint action in the face of opportunities and challenges;

Recommends a closer coordination between different levels of governance (local, national
and international), including public and private stakeholders, such as civil society
organisations, immigrant associations and NGOs, affording the UfM an effective role as a
platform for dialogue and a forum for finding joint solutions, to enhance the mobility and
growth within the Mediterranean region;

Points out that a strict visa system needs to be effectively enforced comprising both
competent regulatory measures for migratory movements, control and surveillance and
licensed requirements regarding human mobility in order to favour safe and controlled
opportunities in the region, however avoiding any disproportionate obstacles for human
mobility;

Bearing in mind the security aspect of the issue, underlining however the eventual interest
in the increase of human mobility which will further contribute to the spirit of cooperation
and welfare of the Euro-Mediterranean region and bring an added value to the exisling ties
between their people in different fields, such as trade, science, culture, arts, health.
education, labour market, security, participation, housing, religious tolerance. fighting
discrimination, racism and xenophobia;

Reminds the UpM member states that the process of making it easier to obtain visas goes
in tandem with the signing of readmission agreements and that the creation of an
environment conducive to the rapprochement of societies and cultures is fully conceivable
only in a secure space based on equitable sharing of responsibilities, particularly in the
fight against illegal immigration and in the protection of borders;

States that these processes should be considered as an important component of a common
and comprehensive migration policy of the Euro-Mediterranean region to be developed in
collaboration with relevant national and regional, private and public, stakeholders as well
as civil society actors, especially immigrant organizations and NGOs;

Reminds the urgent need for address the root causes of destabilisation, displacement and
irregular migration which has become the primary agenda item of the international
community with the rise of migratory flows especially during summer 2015 in the
Mediterranean as another component of a common and comprehensive migration policy;

Urges the UfM member countries to cooperate and find ways aimed at preventing loss of
lives at sea, crushing migrant smuggling networks and human trafficking and replacing
illegal migration with legal migration; establishing joint operations, counter intelligence
cooperation and provision of logistics and equipment from all UfM states would avert
human trafficking organisations and save lives at sea; encourages the member countries of
the UM to develop sustainable policing and judicial cooperation in order to fight more
effectively against these phenomena;

Calls upon the UfM member countries to join forces in order to raise awareness not only
between potential irregular migrants by drawing attention to the risk of dangerous
journeys;

- Invites the international community to express solidarity with the most affected countries

from irregular migration and underlines the importance of sharing responsibilities between
northen and the southern shore of the Mediterranean and the necessity of a global and
multidimensional approach through the reinforcement of sustainable development
programs in disadvantaged regions with a strong migration potential so as to fight, in a
preventive manner, against this phenomenon and the problem of despair among young
people. which forms the breeding ground of extremism and terrorism:;

Puts forward the necessity and urgency to bring up to the agenda of the international
community the swift allocation of financial and development assistance to the origin and
transit countries for irregular migration and the launch of genuine resettlement schemes
and programmes;

Underlines the need to address the push factors behind irregular migration and to increase
development and humanitarian aid to the countries of origin, by giving priority to the
conflict-affected areas, such as Syria and to improve humanitarian conditions inside Syria,
which would allow for the local population and refugees to live in safer areas;

- Highlights the importance of open legal migration channels as the most humanitarian tool

in the fight against irregular migration; underlines necessary cooperation amongst UfM
countries to establish a visa system towards implementing controlled legal migration
channels comprising a comprehensive approach inclusive of mobility opportunities and
security in the region;

Utterly condemns the heinous terrorist attacks perpetrated by different groups in various
member countries, as well as in other cities around the World;

Stresses the need for the UM countries to find a European strategy for growth and
employment in tourism sector and encourage the will to find collectively tourism
potentials to find opportunities for cooperation, investment and trade and tourism
promotion; Common areas of cooperation should lead to the convergence of interests
between the parties;

Expresses its concern over the increasing security threat posed by terrorism to the
Mediterranean basin. Underlines the need to develop the Mediterranean societies and
to assist the social stability in the area;

Highlights the dramatic consequences of these terrorist attacks. including loss of
innocent lives, injured and traumatized people, as well as growing unrest, mistrust and
fear that risk destabilizing societies, and not least, their negative economic impacts
primarily on the tourism industries of the member countries;

. Reiterates that terrorism should be condemned and countered in all forms and

manifestations; that terrorism should not be affiliated with any system of belief, sect,
ethnicity, geography or nationality;

Strongly rejects in particular, attempts and claims that terrorists act in the name of
Islam, or they represent Muslims and Islam; pointing out to the fact that most of their
victims are Muslims who have been killed, terrorised. abused and massacred by these
terrorist groups;

. Calls on political leaders and opinion makers to avoid making stigmatising

generalisations that portray whole groups of the population as responsible for the acts
of certain individuals or groups;

. Acknowledges the role of education in protecting citizens from the propaganda of the

violent extremist and terrorist groups; as well as in building immune in our societies
and developing counter narratives against violent extremist ideologies;

- Agrees that democracies have the fundamental right to defend themselves against

terrorist groups, while ensuring respect for human rights and the rule of law:
underlining that countering terrorism and protecting human rights and freedoms are
not contradictory but complementary;

- Urges member states to do their utmost in order to eradicate the breeding grounds for

terrorism and religious fanaticism, especially by means of education. social policies
and an inclusive society including but not limited to adopting concrete measures
aimed at preventing and fighting radicalisation particularly in schools. disadvantaged
neighbourhoods, prisons, the Internet and social media;

Acknowledging that a number of factors such as unemployment,socioeconomic
inequalities, denial of participation in the political system, feeling alienated from the
society all play a role in the radicalization process of young people; urges member
states to pay proper attention to the problems of youth and to devise programmes
reaching out to these vulnerable segments of society;



27. Calls on the member states to devise proper strategies and programmes in the field of
education with the aim of introducing values of tolerance, mutual understanding, and
respect for differences to the school children and young people; 1o review their
national curricula with this understanding;

28. Advises member states to develop specific programmes for teachers and those
working in the field of education that would provide those professionals with the
necessary tools to recognize the early signals of radicalization in students and to
intervene properly in such cases;

29. Recognises that the fight against inequality as a cornerstone to reduce the existing gap
between the countries in the region concerning socioeconomic differences. education,
energy, welfare and employment amongst others, requires of the effort of all the UfM
members; underlines in this sense the important role of the promotion of the new
technologies.

2015-2016 Activity Report

2016 in Tangier.

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Measures to Counter the Consequences of Giobal Warming on the
Mediterranean

The Committee on Environment, Energy and Water

- Referring to Articles 2, 3 and 4 of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (FCCC), decisions 1/CP.16, 2/CP.18. 1/CP.19 and I/CP.20 of the Conference of
the Parties;

- Welcoming the draft decisions FCCC/CP/2015/13 and 15 on the call on the Parties that
have not yet done so and to the operating entities of the financial mechanism and any
other organizations in a position to do so to contribute urgently and in advance of the
twenty-second session of the Conference of the Parties (November 2016) to achieving the
objective as set out in the Art.? of the Convention;

- Also welcoming the draft decision FCCC/CP/2015/17 that notes the requirement of much
greater emission reduction efforts than the intended nationally determined contributions
in order to hold the increase in the global average temperature to well below 2'C above
pre-industrial levels and to pursue efforts to limit the temperature increase to 1.5°C above
pre-industrial levels;

- Acknowledging that the Mediterranean Sea, one of the most international waters,
bordering nineteen countries and harbouring more than 100.000 species, is a vital source
of food and income;

- Emphasizing that the Mediterranean coast is highly vulnerable to sea level rise from
global warming due to the elevation of its coastal vegetation and decisions to prevent the
loss of sediment and wetland is an urgent issue;

- Stressing that the recovery of the Mediterranean seabed from pollution would take more
than a century due to its geography and that the increasing sediment and wetland deficit
affects the ecosystem functioning as well as food production;

- Noting the ongoing actions and studies of the Eco-Towns Network. Horizon 2020,
MedPAN, Let's Do It Mediterranean! (LDIM). which have been permanent members of
the Committee since the Zagreb meeting in 2014, towards a green economy and a clean
environment in the Mediterranean Region;

- Having regard that the objective of Agency REMPEC is to contribute to preventing and
reducing pollution from ships, to strengthen the capacities of the Mediterranean Countries
1o protect marine environment from ship pollution, to assist the coastal States in cases of
emergency or incidents;

- Having regard that European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA) is charged with the
prevention of and response to sea poilution, with ship monitoring and identification. with
control inspections of ships in EU ports, with control of national systems of vesse] traffic
monitoring, with rendering collection and treatment of waste in EU ports. and with
supporting maritime security and investigations in accident events
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Reiterates its call on the Member States to cooperate and foster comprehensive action for
the purpose of reducing the consequences of global warming in full compliance with
FCCC decisions;

Encourages the federal governments and local authorities to establish “waste recycling
centres™, thus to be role-models for the public and private sectors;

Urges the governmental and local authorities to promote thermal and non-thermal
technologies to convert waste into energy;

Calls on the local and governmentai authorities to promote and improve investments in
waste water management;

Reiterates, in the context of climate change. the necessity of policy changes and the
adoption of legal frameworks towards environmentally compatible infrastructures and
measures to promote investment in. production of, and consumption of renewable energy;

Emphasises accelerating the adoption of policies towards energy efficiency by way of
countering obstacles to investments in the renewable energy sector, especially taking into
account falling fossil fuel prices;

Calls on Member States to support the initiatives of the Eco-Towns Network, Horizon
2020, MedPAN, Let's Do It Mediterranean! (LDIM) by way of providing financial
resources and taking other necessary measures to support their studies.

An Action Plan for the Severely Polluted Mediterranean

The Committee on Environment, Energy and Water

Owing to its already precarious water replenishment and renewal possibilities, the

Mediterranean Sea is subject to massive environmental pressure from man-made sources,

which may in the short run overwhelm its ecosystem with irreversible aftermath on the

economies and on the security and stability of all coastal states;

This pressure stems from a series of causes, of which the following are particularly

noteworthy:;

a) maritime transportation of pollutants and hazardous materials, most notably 400
million tonnes of hydrocarbons (25% of global trade). carried by over 300 daily tanker
transits whose routine discharges, barring the serious threat of potential accidents,
further aggravate a situation in which the Mediterranean has the world's largest
volume of hydrocarbons (30mlg per cubic metre of seawater compared with the global
average of 5-7mlg per cubic metre);

b) fresh water courses emptying into the sea. laden with chemical and bacterial
municipal, industrial, agricultural and livestock waste;

¢) direct and often untreated discharges from large urban and industrial sites;

d) dumping at sea of non-biodegradable material (e.g. plastic);
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- This pressure is certainly bound to increase:

a) as a result of the socio-economic development of many areas, either coastal or any
way connected to the sea;

b) specifically in relation to transport. as a result of the recent doubling of the Suez
Canal;

¢) in terms of the presence of hydrocarbons, as a consequence of numerous new drilling
concessions or extensions of existing ones, issued by many states in relation to the
territorial seabed;

d) in terms of biodiversity, as a consequence of genetic mutations and the mutation of
native species following the doubling of the Suez Canal,

€) in terms of the integrity and value of the seabed's and fish spawning grounds, as a
result of the use of explosives for prospection and exploration of hydrocarbons

- This pressure might be fatally aggravated in case of drilling accidents, thus leading to the
rapid disappearance of every form of biodiversity in the Mediterranean and the
consequent shutdown of such important economic activities as fishing and tourism;

- The Protocols for implementing the Convention for the Protection of the Mediterranean
Sea Against Pollution (Barcelona Convention), adopted as part of the Plan of Action for
the Mediterranean by 22 coastal states in 1976 as amended in 1995 and renamed
Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of the
Mediterranean have not been fully ratified by all the parliaments of the signatory States
as yet;

- The Convention for the Protection of the Marine Environment and the Coastal Region of
the Mediterranean must in fact be deemed effectjve and binding on all governments since
2004 following the ratification of the first six signatory states;

- The Convention and its implementing protocols make provisions for the adoption of
coordinated monitoring and action by signatory states. in order to prevent and soive
environmental emergencies in the Mediterranean;

- The Convention envisages the establishment and actual completion of international
protected marine areas for which the United Nations post-2015 Sustainable Development
Agenda has set the goal of extending the world’s total protected marine and coastal areas
by at least 10 per cent by 2020;

Commits UMM Member States and their Governments

8. to ensure that all signatory states of the Barcelona Convention, its amendments and
implementing protocols. immediately ratify such instruments, thereby taking on their
obligations;

9. to take steps in order to ensure that all coastal states and all states belonging to the
Mediterranean area accede to the Convention in order to complete the international
legal system created by the Plan for the Mediterranean;

10. to regulate the discharge of rivers into the sea without reducing their outflow rate and
to meet the minimum agreed requirements regulating the treatment of water and
municipal and industrial waste;

- to bring into operational effect the national and international marine and coastal areas,

and to promote the establishment of new such areas consistently with the provisions of
the United Nations post-2015 Sustainable Development Agenda;

. to design a common, shared and binding Environmental Impact Assessment model for

the issuing of concessions for offshore hydrocarbon prospection, exploration and
exploitation, and in the wind energy sector, so as to ensure protection of the maritime
environment as a whole, and in particular prohibit the instaliation of wind turbines
near protected marine and coastal areas. in order to comply with the principles of
liability. accountability and the provision of guarantees and payment of compensation
for any environmental damage caused by the use of such concessions;

to enforce polluter pays agreements also with the owners of the cargo rather than
merely with the carrier of hydrocarbons, as is the case today. This would encourage all
companies to use specialised carriers with state-of-the-art equipment, rather than
unseaworthy vessels;

under the leadership of Egypt and the Suez Canal Authority, to promote and support
an Agency to monitor, prevent and mitigate the impact on the Mediterranean marine
ecosystem from the doubling of the Suez Canal;

to draft through the UfM, a “Mediterranean Code™, to be adopted by all countries in
the broader Mediterranean basin, in order to protect and enhance the marine resource
in the interest of the peoples around it and their future generations;

and also commits the signatory states to the Barcelona Convention to fully implement

all the provisions of the Convention and its Protocols, including;

a) the establishment and activation of a joint operational agency to monitor sea traffic
compliance with environmental rules. to provide prompt response in the event of
emergencies, to impose penalties on bad practices through the existing agencies:
REMPEC (Regional Marine Pollution Emergency Response Centre for the
Mediterranean Sea) and EMSA (European Maritime Safety Agency);

b} to equip their main ports with facilities to wash the holds of merchant ships and to
ensure that all waste water and bilge water is properly treated, so as to put an end
to the bad practice of washing out the bilges and discharging bilge water at sea
while sailing.

RECOMMENDATION

A common cultural heritage and interfaith dialogue as instruments of peace and for

the prevention of radicalism

The Committee on Improving Quality of Life, Exchanges between Civil Societies and
Culture:

1.

I

Expresses its deep sorrow and concern at the dramatic state of war and
instability throughout the Mediterranean region, causing thousands of civilian
victims, including many women and children. devastations of cities and lands,
and hundreds of thousands of refugees. Conflicts in Libya and Syria. the threat
of Daesh, the resurgence of terrorism. and the migration crisis call for a
renewed international and regional commitment, including an improved
cooperation between Mediterranean countries, to restore the Mediterranean
region’s ancient identity as the crucible of exchanges and culture;

Firmly condemns terror attacks and all forms of terrorism perpetrated by Daesh
and by other terrorist organizations that cause many victims regardless of their
ethnic or religious affiliation. It undetlines that terrorism cannot, and must not.
be associated with any particular religion, nationality or civilisation;

Deems it crucially important to foster cultural and interfaith dialogue as the
fundamental means of preventing intolerance, fanaticism and terrorism. In this
connection it recalls the “Milan Declaration™, drawn up at the Conference on 31
July and 1 August. 2015 at the Milan EXPO. endorsed by the delegations of 83
countries, calling upon “the United Nations and UNESCO to ensure that the
principles of intercultural dialogue, the strengthening of tolerance and mutual
respect among diverse peoples and cultures are kept in the focus of the
international community™;

Considers that a robust initiative is needed to defend the artistic and cultural
heritage of the Mediterranean. which has already been seriously jeopardised by
war, and by the destruction and trafficking of works of art by Daesh. It therefore
welcomes the UNITFORHERITAGE “blue helmets Jor culture™ initiative,
proposed by the Italian Government. to set up a unit within UNESCO and the
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10.

United Nations specialising in safeguarding archaeological sites and works of
art in war zones;

Welcomes that this initiative was launched on 16 February 2016 in Rome, with
the creation of a specialised task force comprising the Carabinieri unit for the
protection of the cultural heritage, and the institutes of the Ministry for Cultural
Heritage and Activities and Tourism, namely the Istiruto superiore per la
conservazione e il restauro, Opificio delle pietre dure, Istituto centrale per la
documeniazione e il catalogo, and the Istituto centrale per la conservazione e il
restauro del patrimonio archivistico e librario:

Considers that the destruction of artistic and cultural heritage means for any
people the loss of its own memory and of its social and cultural identity as well
as a damage to the whole heritage of humankind; believes that through
education citizens should again feel ownership of their own cultural heritage
and be in the first line of defence for its protection:

Urges, therefore, a concerted action against illicit trafficking of cultural
property and works of art, notably coming from conflict and post conflict areas
in the Mediterranean, also through an active support to the work and initiatives
of the monitoring mechanism of UNESCO for the implementation of the
UNIDROIT Convention of 1995 and the 1970 Convention on the Means of
Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit Import, Export and Transfer of Ownership
of Cultural Property (Subsidiary Committee), as well as by creating synergies
with the Intergovernmental Committee of the Second Protocol to the Hague
Convention of 1954 for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of
Armed Conflict;

Expresses its conviction that the Internet and the social networks are effective
means for promoting freedom of expression and disseminating a discourse
based on respect for human rights and opposing violence; nevertheless it draws
attention to the need that the social networks do not become a vehicle to spread
hatred in all its forms;

Points out that the Internet has often become a medium of choice to recruit and
radicalise people, and hence deems it essential to activate IT governance
measures by promoting synergies with the large corporations that manage the
technological infrastructure, particularly *“service providers” and “search
engines”, in order to disseminate a counter-narrative to debunk terrorist
propaganda. and encourage critical thinking regarding violent and radical
messages:

Underlines the relationship between poverty and lack of education, together
with social exclusion, represent the breeding ground for radicalization and
ultimately for terrorism;

Stresses that curbing radicalisation is not only a policing and security issue, but
a cultural matter, to offer an alternative model to the one offered by those who
foment hatred and practise violence, based on mutual respect and tolerance,
identifying what most unites us, 1o foster real integration;

. Proposes, accordingly, to embark on de-radicalisation programmes. already

underway in some countries, which entails strengthening intercultural and
interfaith engagement and cooperation with all sections of civil society, by
setting up specialised units to establish contact networks involving head-
teachers and school teachers, social workers, police officers and neighbourhood
policemen, imams, and sports coaches, to identify the early signs of
radicalisation and to make it possible to take targeted prompt action, not to
criminalise, but to assist and rescue young people in difficulties;

. Emphasises the importance of constantly working in schools at all levels by

promoting citizenship education. to pre-empt and combat radicalisation among
young people and points out that constant cooperation between schools. local
authorities and Muslim communities is key to combating the drift towards
fundamentalism, racism and intolerance;

Considers it necessary to emphasise the value of the social and cultural
dimension of the Mediterranean, by intensifying cultural exchanges at all levels
of civil society and in the institutions, backing up the work of the Anna Lindh
Foundation, supporting the work of the Euro-Mediterranean Universities at
Portoroz / Portorose and Fez, enhancing the student and teacher exchange
programmes, including the Erasmus programme, and creating opportunities for
cooperation in the fields of culture (theatre performances, audio-visuals, etc.)
and the artistic and historical heritage, and by instituting cooperation
programmes between local and regional authorities;

Mindful of the importance of promoting and building upon the Euro-
Mediterranean cultural identity as a key factor for ensuring peace and
development, urges the cultural institutions and universities in the member
countries of the UfM to create opportunities for fostering better knowledge of
the Mediterranean cultural heritage, by organising exhibitions. events and
conferences to promote our shared cultural roots and values:

Reiterates the need to strengthen, and to give greater visibility to interfaith
dialogue to which religious and spiritual leaders have given a fresh boost, in
order to explore and overcome the problems connected with our diverse
religious and cultural identities, ensure peaceful coexistence within the social
fabric and firmly and resolutely reject anything which has to do with violent
extremism.

RECOMMANDATION

Le patrimoine culturel commun et e dialogue inter-religieux comme instruments de paix

La Commission pour la promotion de la qualité de la vie, les échanges entre les sociétés civiles et
Ia culture:

1. exprime une profonde douleur et une forte préoccupation pour la situation dramatique de
guerre et d'instabilité que connait Ia région méditerranéenne et qui a provoqué des milliers de
victimes civiles, parmi lesquelles femmes et enfants, des dévastations de villes et de territoires et
des centaines de milliers de réfugiés. Le conflit en Lybie et en Syrie, la menace représentée par
Daech, la recrudescence du terrorisme, ainsi que la crise migratoire exigent un engagement
renouvelé au niveau international et régional, y compris une meilleure coopération parmi les pays
méditerranées, pour rendre 3 la région méditerranéenne son identité de carrefour d’échanges et
de cultures;

2. condamne fermement les attentats terroristes et toutes les formes de terrorisme perpétrées
par Daech et les autres organisations terroristes qui causent un grand nombre de victimes
indépendamment de leur appartenance ethnique ou religieuses. Elle souligne que le terrorisme ne
peut et ne doit étre associé 3 aucune religion, nationalité ou civilisation spécifique ;

3. estime qu'il est essentiel d’intensifier Je dialogue culturel et inter-religieux qui est I'instrument
fondamental de prévention de Iintolérance, du fanatisme et de la dérive terroriste. Elle rappelle, a
ce propos, la « Déclaration de Milan », rédigée a l'occasion de la Conférence qui a eu lieu les 31
juillet et 1* aodt 2015 a FEXPO de Milan, signée par les délégations de 83 Pays qui, entre autres,
adressait un appel : “aux Nations Unies et & I'Unesco dafin que les principes du dialogue entre les
cultures, le renforcement de la tolérance et du respect mutuel entre les peuples et les cultures
différentes restent au centre de I'action de g communaute internationale”;



4. estime qu’'il est nécessaire de lancer une initiative musclée pour défendre le patrimoine
artistique et culturel de la Méditerranée, déja gravement endommagé par les guerres, les actions
de destruction et le trafic d’ceuvres d’art perpétrés par Daech.

6. pense que la destruction du patrimoine artistique et culturel signifie, pour n’importe quel
peuple, une perte de sa mémoire et de son identité sociale et culturelle, ainsi qu’un préjudice pour
I'héritage de toute I'humanité ; estime que, par le biais de I'éducation, les citoyens peuvent
s’approprier de nouveau de leur patrimoine culturel et étre en premiére ligne pour le défendre ;

Draft Final Declaration of the 12™ Plenary Sessions

*Under the chairmanship of Mr. Rachid Talbi El Alami, Speaker of the House of
Representatives of the Kingdom of Morocco, President of the Partiamentary Assembly of the
Union for the Mediterranean, and at his invitation;

* The 12t session of the PA_UfM was held in Tangier, on May 29% , 2016, on the theme:

" TOGETHER FOR A COMMON FUTURE IN THE EURO-
MEDITERRANEAN SPACE ": An ambition to bring about a betier intercultural
environment in the Mediterranean,conducive to shared development,forthe
promotion of peace security and sustainable development, taking into account
"climate change and environmental protection in the Mediterranean;

Driven by a common desire to continue the Euro-Mediterranean dialogue, this 12t
plenary session of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Union for the Mediterranean
seeks to consolidate the efforts already made to turn the Mediterranean region into
an area of peace, democracy, cooperation and prosperity; it decides to send the
Summit recommendations to the institutions of the European Union and to the
Heads of State and Government of the countries of the Union for the Mediterranean;
The PA-UfM 12th Session and Heads of delegation emphasize, once again, their firm
belief in the importance of finding concerted answers to the challenges and threats
facing the region; they reiterate their commitment to work together to inject fresh
momentum into the Union for the Mediterranean and further promote the European
Union’s neighborhood policy by making the most of all cooperation prospects in this
area for the achievement of sustainable security and shared prosperity for
Mediterranean peoples; and to this end, they;

Agree to strengthen parliamentary relations and support the Euro-Mediterranean
process, using an approach that can help bring about a better intercultural
environment in the Mediterranean, conducive to shared development for the
promotion of peace, security and sustainable development, making sure
Mediterranean populations are fully engaged through special university programs,
local and regional management and tangible projects from which they can benefit;

1. - On the one hand, the 12t: Session of the PA-UfM meeting in Tangier, agree that:

Local and regional authorities are key players both in facilitating the development of
sustainable local policies suited to specific local conditions, and in implementing
practical, inclusive projects;

Calls on UfM members to strengthen the exchange of experience and best practices
in order to facilitate decentralization in the South Mediterranean as a lever for
development and democratic participation;

Consider it appropriate that parliaments, together with local authorities, academia,
social partners and civil society, support government efforts to promote regional
integration in the South Mediterranean,;



On the other hand, through this 12t plenary session which aims to consolidate the
strong momentum generated by PA-UfM Member States, they call for the following:

Combat extremism and terrorism, wherever they may be, making sure there is full
awareness of the seriousness of the situation and of the need to join efforts in order
to tackle growing terrorist threats, which should not be attributed to any specific
faith or country; to be involved in international efforts designed to shore up security
and promote stability in the world, and to defend universal human values lest many
countries continue to suffer from painful blows;

Ensure greater coordination, cooperation and optimization of the resources available
to ensure the efficiency and effectiveness of joint action against extremist gangs and
terrorist groups that are carrying on with their despicable plots, endangering
innocent lives, wrecking economic infrastructure, destroying centuries-old symbols of
human heritage and civilization and undermining the territorial integrity of States;
the aim is to tackle the alarming expansion of this global scourge which represents a
concern for us;

Develop a comprehensive strategy, involving a social and development dimension as
well as educational and religious components based on promoting a culture of
tolerance and moderation, good faith partnerships, sincere cooperation and fulfilled
commitments;

Combat this scourge by relying on strong, collective will, on bilateral and regional
cooperation and coordination and on combining integrated national strategies;
address the illusions nurtured by extremist ideologies through the rehabilitation of
religious, spiritual, cultural and human values while remaining unswervingly
committed to the belief that this global scourge is not to be associated with any
religion, civilization or culture.

Recognizing that the fight against terrorism and extremism require answers tailored
to rapidly evolving terrorist threats, Mediterranean countries are called upon to
promote intercultural and inter-faith dialogue in order to ward off radicalism, this
dialogue should be part of a participatory, preventive approach focused on the
citizens’ endorsement of the measures undertaken by state institutions; they should
also adopt comprehensive strategies combining preventive action to eliminate the
factors and causes of extremism as well as the imperatives of safeguarding security
and stability.

Lastly, as well as denouncing and vigorously and unreservedly condemning the
despicable terrorist attacks in several Mediterranean cities -and in whatever other
city around the world - we reiterate our solidarity with and support to all victims of
terrorist attacks; we call for unity and rallying together to confront all forms of
violence, which are inconsistent with the moral values of Islam - a religion of mercy,
compassion, tolerance, peace and respect for human dignity and human rights; we
also call for striving doubly hard in the fight against terrorism and radicalization so
as to counter terrorist ideologies and promote tolerance and dialogue between
cultures and civilizations, non-discrimination, fundamental freedoms and solidarity,
thereby ensuring the security of Mediterranean populations and fostering the
development of a democratic, stable and prosperous Euro-Mediterranean region
committed to international legality and the use of peaceful means to resoive inter-

State disputes.

Aware that issues of irregular migration, drug trafficking and circulation of illicit
financial flows have been compounded by other, far more unsettling threats that
might engulf the entire Mediterranean basin and reverberate inside the African and
European continents, the 12th session of delegation:

Point out, once again, that in order deal with the multiple challenges plaguing the
region, particularly the security threats arising from growing extremism and the
spread of terrorism, it is their moral and political duty to make sure a new, large-
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scale project is launched by the Union for the Mediterranean, involving actual
engagement by Mediterranean populations and based on human security as a multi-
faceted concept that includes spiritual security, which is designed to help prevent as
well as tackle security risks.

To this end, we call for comprehensive, coherent migration policies conducive to
improved mobility in the Euro-Mediterranean region, together with a common
European policy for legal migration based on new legal mechanisms and allowing for
more humanitarian channels in the Mediterranean countries most affected by
migration, in accordance with Mediterranean countries’ migration policies;

Furthermore, the PA-UfM 12t session meeting in the city of Tangier, express concern
over the impacts of climate change on the environment in the Mediterranean.

To this end, they:

Urge parliaments, local authorities, social partners and civil society to support the
efforts already made by governments to address the future of climate change in the
Mediterranean, encourage all types of renewable energy and consider energy saving
measures.

Agree to work together to define an appropriate Mediterranean action plan on global
warming; they fully realize the geographical nature of the Mediterranean basin as a
virtually closed sea, which is considered to be among the most sensitive regions, and
which is suffering from severe pollution, whose consequences include rising
temperatures, declining rainfall, an increase in the number and intensity of extreme
events and a possible rise of sea level, all of which overlap and compound the
pressure already exerted by human activity on the natural environment.

Concerned about the scarcity of water resources in the southern Mediterranean
basin, the parliaments of Mediterranean countries call for quick, joint action allowing
for the identification and implementation of adaptation options to address the crucial
issue of scarcity of water resources, which is set to have serious consequences in the
21st century on human activities, especially agriculture, the fisheries, tourism,
infrastructure, developed coastal areas and hydro-electrical power generation, in
order to minimize damage and economic losses as much as possible.

To this end, and given that the challenge for the UfM is to bolster parliamentary
relations and support the Euro-Mediterranean process to make sure it leads to
concrete projects:

Recognize the importance of the pivotal role played by the UfM in promoting regional
cooperation and regional integration in the Mediterranean; they express satisfaction
with the progress made by the UM to carry the regional agenda forward, to
consolidate the regional political dialogue by facilitating the implementation of
several projects that have a direct impact on the population, and to interact with all
actors involved in cooperation in the region.

In this regard, we call on governments to increase their political and financial
support to the UfM and its General Secretariat to increase impacts and contribute
more effectively to regional socio-economic and human development.

The PA-UIM 12t session note with satisfaction that the European neighborhood
